Uses on Site: One sngle-family residence.
Substantive Site Characterigtics

This 11,073.7 square foot subject site (the “parent lot”) is a rectangular lot thet is located on 30"
Avenue Northeast just north of Northeast 115" Street. The surrounding zoning is Single Family
Resdentid 5000. There is a gravel driveway on the northern portion of the lot, which runs west from
30™ Ave NE to the existing home. The siteis relatively flat. There are several large trees to the west of
the single-family residence. There is no existing sidewak aong the street frontage on 30™ Ave. NE.
The siteis not located in any mapped critica aress.
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Proposal Description:

The gpplicant proposes to subdivide one parcel with a total area of 11,073.7 square feet into two
parcels. Parcel A to be 5,258.2 sq.ft and Parcel B to be 5,815.5 sq. ft. Parcel A will be crested on the
eagtern portion of the origind ot and Parcel B will be created onthe western portion of the origind o,
where the existing Single-family residence is located. Parcd A will have frontage on 30" Ave. NE for
pedestrian and vehicular access. Parcel B will have pedestrian and vehicular access from 30" Ave, NE
froman 8 wide ingress, egress, and utility easement on the northern portion of Parcel A running west to
Parcd B.

Summary - Short Subdivison

Based on information provided by the applicant, referrd comments from DPD, Water (SWD), Fire
Departments (SFD), Sesttle City Light, the Building Plans Examiner, the Drainage Section of DPD, and
review by the Land Use Planner, the above cited criteria have been met subject to the conditions
imposed &t the end of this decision.

The lots to be created by this short subdivison will meet dl minimum standards or gpplicable exceptions
st forth in the Land Use Code and are consstent with gpplicable development standards. As
conditioned, this short subdivison can be provided with vehicular access, public and private utilities and
access (including emergency vehicles). Adequate provisions for drainage control, water supply, and
sanitary sewage disposa have been provided for each lot and service is assured, subject to standard
conditions governing utility extendons. The proposd dte is not located in an environmentaly critica
areg; therefore SMC 25.09.240 is not applicable.  The proposed plat maximizes the retention of
exiging trees. The public use and interest are served by the proposal since dl gpplicable criteria are met
and the proposal creates the potentid for additiona housing opportunitiesin the City.

Have find recording documents prepared by or under the supervison of a Washington State
licensed land surveyor. Each lot, parcd, or tract created by the short subdivison shdl be
surveyed in accordance with gppropriate State statutes.  The property corners set shdl be
identified on the plat and encroachments such as side yard easements, fences or structures shall
be shown. Lot areas shdl be shown on the plat. Thelot areas of each parcel shal be shown on
the recording documents.
