This proposal would amend Seattle Municipal Code (SMC) Chapter 23.57 to specifically define communication utility cabinets for
internet, telephone and video connectivity and low power FM (LPFM) radio facilities as minor telecommunication utilities and provide
use regulations and development standards for them in all zones. The facilities would either be permitted outright or by conditional
use if specific size and height thresholds were exceeded. The proposed changes are summarized in the Director’'s Report prepared
by Seattle DCI that accompanies the proposed amendments and is published together with this checklist for public review.
