Purpose Statement

The purpose of the Management and Project Development program is to administer the Neighborhood
Matching Fund (NMF) by providing consultation and technical assistance to neighborhoods, coordinating the
application and fund award process, and monitoring funded projects to support quality processes and
completion.

2002 Proposed Program Changes

Add $98,716 in 2002 to fully fund costs for existing staff in departments who develop and implement
projects funded by the Neighborhood Matching Fund. Thisincludes $6,000 to Seattle Transportation to
fully support a 0.8 FTE project manager, $87,245 to the Department of Parks and Recreation to support 2.5
FTE project managers, and $5,471 to the Department of Neighborhoods (DON) as atechnical correction to
an adjustment made in DON's alocation in 2001. The previous cost allocations for the Department of Parks
and Recreation and Seattle Transportation were established in 1999, prior to the tripling of the NMF.
