NE 45th Street Viaduct Project - West Approach Replacement  
 

Project Description 
The NE 45th Street Viaduct is a major thoroughfare in Northeast Seattle. It connects I-5 and the University District to 

the Northeast Seattle neighborhoods, the University Village, the University of Washington’s Husky Stadium, Seattle 
Children’s Hospital, and businesses along Sand Point Way NE. 
The 1,480-foot viaduct was originally constructed in 1938 and portions of the existing structure are nearly 70 years 
old. The viaduct has had several retrofits and partial reconstructions throughout its lifetime; first in the late 1960’s 
and more recently in 2002. 
 
The NE 45th Street Viaduct’s existing west approach is nearing the end of its structural life and needs to be replaced 

to maintain a safe and efficient travel corridor for vehicles, pedestrians and bicycles. This project will replace the 468-
foot west approach and evaluate the east approach and main span for seismic retrofit needs, minimizing the need for 
long-term maintenance and short-term fixes. The project is part of the City of Seattle’s Bridging the Gap program, 
and will cost roughly $30 million. 
 
Project Update/Construction Update as of February 17, 2010 
After gathering input from the local community, SDOT has decided to move forward with a fullȤclosure construction 

phasing option for the viaduct replacement to allow for a shorter construction timeline and a reduced length of time 
needed to detour drivers and pedestrians around the construction area.  
 
Construction is planned to begin in June 2010 and last up to four months.

The power lines in parts of View Ridge and 

Hawthorne Hills were buried in the 1960s. 

Thirty years ago there were fewer power 

outages here than in areas where trees fell 

on the power lines. Recently many Haw-

thorne Hills residents have had quite fre-

quent power outages. Some of the houses 

affected have overhead power lines, which 

are fed from buried cables in View Ridge. 

 

A letter from Seattle City Light, dated Janu-

ary 12, 2010, explains the work that began 

in View Ridge in January. A special silicone 

fluid will be injected along the wires in an 

attempt to repair the cracked insulation. 

Any cable which cannot be rehabilitated 

will be marked for future replacement. It is 

hoped that this procedure will extend the 

life of the underground cables by 20 years, 

and put off the major expense of total re-

placement of the system.  The general area 

affected by this work is bordered by NE 

55th St. and NE 75th St., from 48th Ave NE 

to Sand Point Way NE. Work will be done 

Monday to Friday from 8.30 am to 4.30 

pm. When Seattle City Light anticipates 

that a particular house will have a power 

outage, they will hang a notice on the door-

knob several days in advance. 

 

The project is expected to take 6 to 8 weeks 

and to be done one street at a time. The 

project was described at a View Ridge 

Community Council meeting on October 

20.  Parts of Hawthorne Hills will get 

power outages as a result of this electrical 

upgrade work. It is to be hoped that repair-

ing the View Ridge underground cable will 

reduce the number of Hawthorne Hills’ 

power outages. 

 

In the last Hawthorne Holler we reported that 750 trees and shrubs were planted by 129 peo-

ple on Green Seattle Day. These plants were a combination of a Green Seattle donation of 100 

sword fern and various donations which had been cared for over the summer. There was also 

a purchase of plants with the cash match for the King County grant for the “Greening of the 

Burke Gilman Trail at Sand Point.” The first cash from the grant arrived in the last week of 

December. We spent nearly $3,000 on 1,550 plants. Half of these trees and shrubs were 

planted on both sides of the trail, near Metropolitan Market, by 59 volunteers on Martin Lu-

ther King Day. The other half was planted on the northwest side of the trail, south of NE 65th 

St, by smaller work parties.  The planting from 40th Ave NE to NE 65th St is nearly finished. 

We still have $1,700 available from the King County grant to complete the planting next win-

ter. 

Green Seattle Cascade Alliance contracted with Frank Madusa to have the northwest side of 

the trail from 40th Ave NE to NE 65th St cleared, maintained for 3 years and the steep banks 

planted by his crew. The clearing happened in late summer and the planting in November. 

The clearing done by volunteers on the lake side of the trail is almost complete. There are only 

a few hundred yards south of the Princeton Bridge to be done. Green Seattle is currently nego-

tiating a contract for watering the northwest side of the trail between 40th Ave NE and NE 

65th St. Maintaining the lake side by removing reemerging invasive plants and watering is a 

community volunteer project, which we hope many of you will join. 

The project has aroused a lot of interest. We frequently get compliments and offers to help 
from passersby. The complaints about the loss of blackberries to pick are much less common 
than the compliments. However in one area both grand fir and shore pine, which were planted 
two years ago, have been deliberately cut down. If anyone sees tree cutting along the trail 
please phone the Urban Forestry Desk at the Parks Department, 206-684-4113. They will re-
port the matter to the police. 

 

January 20th was a big day in the con-

struction of the new Fire Station 38!  The 

footings were poured for the single house 

that will house Engine 38 of Battalion 6 

of the Seattle Fire Department and four 

firefighters.  (Note:  No Medic One is 

planned to be located in the Hawthorne 

Hills Station.  The closest Medic Unit is 

Medic 16, which responds out of Fire 

Station #16 in Green Lake.)  

Next obvious construction we will see as we pass the site will be the foundation walls.  

According to Steve Erickson, Superintendent of the construction company building 

the fire station, construction is on schedule and coming soon is the slab pour to be 

followed by block walls, wood framing and then the roof!  Construction at Fire Sta-

tion 38 is expected to be completed in November 2010.
