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academy, he was the 3rd watch
sergeant for the East Precinct, the
Community Police Team sergeant
and the Anti-Crime Team sergeant
for the West Precinct.

Positive changes in the East
Precinct

The positive change that can be
seen around the intersection of 23rd
& Union is based on collaboration
of many people working to make a
neighborhood safer and more
livable. This was a community
effort that included the Seattle City
Attorney’s Office, the Seattle Police
Department, the Settle Department
of Neighborhoods, the owners of
Midtown Center, the individual
store owners inside Midtown
Center, the owners of Thompson’s
Point of View, Key Bank, Casey
family, block watches; and
neighbors. Based on these joint
efforts there have been many
changes for the better at 23rd and
Union;

One way we did these changes were
made was by giving the police a
tool they could use: a trespass
contract. This contract, created by
my predecessor Dan Okada,
enabled police toaddress behavior
that was causing problems for the
businesses and neighbors; Once the
contract was signed the Seattle
Police Department was able to use
this as tool to curb criminal activity
in Midtown Center. The owners
have also allowed the Seattle Police
Department use storefront space as
a “Cop Shop.” The “Cop Shop” is

In another example of the
cooperative efforts Key Bank,
working with the City, applied
CPTED principals to make the bank
a safer place to do business. CPTED
stands for Crime Prevention Through
Environmental Design. Key Bank
added lighting and opened areas to
make sure that people could not -hide
m the dark. They cleaned up graffiti
and picked up litter frequently to
encourage a clean environment.

They entered a no trespassing
contract to give SPD the authority to
trespass people from their property at
night when the bank is not open and
when people are engaging in criminal
behavior, They installed a camera
system for added security. They
moved little things like rocks to
encourage people not to sit and sell
drugs on their property. And last but
not least they remodeled their
facility!” If you walked by today.
especially at night, you will notice
how much better it looks and safer it
feels! Neighbors have noted they feel
safer and have seen less crime since
this remodel with CPTED principals
in mind was instituted.

Thompson’s Point of View continues
to listen to community concerns and
does what they can to make
Thompson’s a great neighborhood
restaurant. Thompson’s hosted block
watch meetings, community
meetings, and entered a good
neighbor agreement. They also have

a location that Seattle Police
Officers can use to write reports and
be visible in the community.

Additionally, the owners have hired
off duty Seattle Police officers as
security for Midtown Center. This
increased police presence is an
effective crime deterrent.
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a trespass contract and continue to
work with the City and the
neighborhood to make their
establishment a safer and more
enjovable place to eat.

Midtown Center has seen many
changes from individual stores and
the entire property. The coffee shop
has taken the chairs away to
discourage criminal behavior around
their business. The USPS has
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worked extensively with SPD to
make the post office a safe place to
do business. USPS has installed
cameras to record and deter crime.
USPS met with City personnel to
encourage communication and
reporting of all crime. Earl’s Cuts
and the liquor store have changed
their business practices to encourage
a safer environment. All have been
encouraged and have called to report
crime in and around their businesses.

Last, but certainly not least, is the
block watches and neighbors of 23rd
and Union. Neighbors have banded
together to make the area a safer
place to live, to work, do business,
and to relax! Residents have been
diligent in calling 911 to report crime
in the area. They have called City
Light whenever lights are out. Block
watches have been formed.
Community night walks have been
initiated. They have attended the
East Precinct Crime Prevention
Coalition meetings to let the City and
community members know about
what is going on in their
neighborhood and what they are
doing about it.

Many participated in the Clean and
Green.on June 7, 2008 organized by
the Seattle City Department of
Neighborhoods. : Representatives
from DON, City Attorney’s Office,
Seattle Police Department, Midtown
Center. community members and
even the Mayor joined in the effort to
clean up and green up the
community. Graffiti was painted out,
garbage was picked up, and green
spaces were cleaned up. The
community’s collaborative effort has
made a great difference.

Based on these experiences, we are
seeing that when a community comes
together it can achieve great things.
