Use up to 60% less energy and save money

Hot food holding cabinets that have earned the ENERGY STAR use significantly
less energy than standard cabinets. Depending on your operating hours, a
full-size cabinet can save $180 or more per year on your electric bill. For details,
see estimated savings chart on reverse.

Enjoy better temperature uniformity and control

ENERGY STAR qualified hot food holding cabinets have better insulation from
top to bottom, offering superior temperature uniformity. Many models also
feature magnetic door gaskets that provide a tighter seal for better temperature
control. In addition, some models help avoid heat loss with automatic door
closers that prevent cabinet doors from being accidentally left open.

Get a cash rebate at time of purchase

Seattle City Light helps our customers buy qualified cabinets because they
save energy. For a three-quarter or full-size cabinet (more than 12 cubic feet)
the rebate is $500. For a half-size cabinet (7-12 cubic feet), we'll pay $250.

ESTIMATED SAVINGS for replacing a 20-foot cabinet with an ENERGY STAR qualified cabinet

ESTIMATED ENERGY USE ESTIMATED ANNUAL ANNUAL ENERGY COST
TECHNOLOGY PER CUBIC FOOT ENERGY CONSUMPTION ($0.05 PER kWh)

Standard hot food holding cabinet 100 watts 6,000 kWh $300
ENERGY STAR-qualified hot food holding cabinet 40 watts 2,400 kWh $120
Estimated Annual Savings 60 watts 3,600 kWh $180

Estimated annual energy use is based on information on the ENERGY STAR website (www.energystar.gov) and assumes cabinet is used 10 hours per day, 300 days per year.
Savings will vary depending on the model you choose and the conditions of use.

In the example above, replacing a standard cabinet would result in total energy savings
of $2,160 over the projected 12-year life of a 20-foot qualified cabinet. And the $500
City Light rebate would help offset the purchase cost.
