Seattle City Light energy analyst recommended and 
assisted with the upgrade to energy-efficient lighting, 
which dramatically improved both working conditions 
and customer satisfaction.  

In addition to improved lighting, Kwan Kim will save 
about $250 in energy costs every year. And the rebate 
from Seattle City Light offset 60% of the cost of the 
project, minimizing his out-of-pocket expense. The total 
replacement cost was $1,364 with a rebate of $825 
from Seattle City Light.
