Effective January 1, 2007 

 RESIDENTIAL:  CITY  
 
Schedule RSC is for residential City customers, except those subject to Schedules REC and RLC. 
 

Summer Billing Cycles 
(April - September) 

Winter Billing Cycles 
(October - March) 

ENERGY CHARGES: 

First 10 kWh per day at 3.76¢ per kWh First 16 kWh per day at 3.76¢ per kWh 

All additional kWh per day at 7.93¢ per kWh All additional kWh per day at 7.93¢ per kWh 

Base Service Charge:  9.73¢ per meter per day 

 
 
Section 21.49.030 
 
A. Schedule RSC is for residential city customers, except those subject to Schedules REC and RLC. 

 
B. Normal residential service shall be limited to single-phase. 

 
C. If Schedules RSC, RST and RSS are applied to transient occupancy in separately metered living units, billing shall 

be in the name of the owner on a continuous basis. 
 

D. Duplexes using a single meter prior to October 13, 1978 shall be considered as a single residence for the purpose 
of applying Schedules RSC, RST and RSS.  For a new duplex or a larger service to an existing duplex, each 
residence shall be separately metered. 
 

E. If an electric water heater providing potable water is served under Schedules RSC, RST and RSS, it shall be a 
storage-type insulated tank heated by elements which are thermostatically controlled.  The maximum element 
wattage shall not exceed five thousand five hundred (5,500) watts. 
 

F. All electrical service provided for domestic uses to a single residential account, including electrically heated 
swimming pools, shall have all consumption of electricity added together for billing on Schedules RSC, RST and 
RSS.
