Utility Discount Housing Partnership Program
Seattle City Light provides reduced utility rates to eligible income-qualified residential customers.

There are two primary eligibility requirements:
1. Applicant must be primary City Light customer.
2. Total household income must be at or below 70% state median income.


Unlike affordable housing providers, the AMI used for the Utility Discount Program is 70% State AMI.
