What is Seattle 
City Light’s  
Utility Discount 
Program? 



Bill discount for income-eligible 
households 

The Utility Discount Program (UDP) provides a 

60% discount on Seattle City Light electric bills 

and if the customer has a Seattle Public Utilities 

account, they will save 50% on their water and 

garbage.  

City Light also provides free home energy visits 

to those on the program to help save energy and 

money.

Making enrollment easier 

Seattle City Light partners with local nonprofit 
affordable housing providers to help tenants register 
for UDP using a simplified application called the 
Verification/Review Application (VRA) 

• New tenants at the time they qualify for their home 

• Existing tenants who are not yet enrolled in the 
Utility Discount Program 
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How it works 

1. Housing Provider and City Light sign Memorandum of 
Agreement (MoA) 

2. Property Manager provides UDP 
Verification/application form (VRA) to tenant  

3. Housing Provider sends VRA to City Light 

4. City Light will approve and register the tenant on the 
Utility Discount program. 60% discount will reflect in 
the next bill under “Winter Rate Assistance” or 
“Summer Rate Assistance” as shown. 

 
Note: SCL conducts periodic audits of records

1. Applicant’s Identification 

2. Housing Provider Verification 

3. Tenant Income Information & Signature

VRA PROCESS 
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What is needed 

1. Applicant’s Identification – State Driver’s License, State ID, Passport, or Permanent 

Residence Card. 
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Fill out type, 
name, and ID 

number for EACH 
resident of the 

household here.

2. Housing Provider Verification – Certifying the applicant meets income criteria 
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Name and 
contact for the 

housing 
provider goes 

here

3c. Tenant income information/signature – Housing info  

NOTE: Federally subsidized housing does not qualify for the UDP.
