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Dear Seattle City Light Customer:

Net Metering

Thank you for your interest in net metering.  Net metering is available to customers interested in generating their own electricity and who want to be interconnected to Seattle City Light's electrical system.  Net metering is limited to generation no greater than 25 kilowatts and only applies to solar electric (photovoltaic or PV), wind power, small hydro and fuel cell systems.





Requirements

Customers must meet specific technical requirements for interconnection to City Light’s distribution system.  Complete and sign the following documents and submit to a City Light Service Center for review and approval.  An electrical permit will also be required.

1. Net Metering Application and Compliance Form, including Interconnection Standards (on reverse)

2. Interconnection and Net Metering Agreement
