- It is the furthest site
from the downtown courthouse. - It is the site with the greatest number of K-12 schools within
one mile. - It is located within the boundaries of the Bitterlake Hub Urban Village. - There are
three Seattle Parks facilities within one mile. - The potential flow of 20-40 inmates daily onto
our vulnerable streets threatens the gains we have made as a community. - The 358 bus-line is
one of the higher crime routes.
