BACKGROUND:

CNC executive committee's March 11 meeting with DON officials. CNC's executive committee
and committee chairs met March 11 with DON Deputy Director Kimberlee Archie and Ted Divina,
one of her deputies. Topics included (1) DON scheduling of public meetings to avoid conflicts
with district councils and CNC; (2) District council web sites and support; (3) Request for results
of the Oct. 2007 web survey that DON did of its own activities and those of the district councils
and CNC; (4) Request for timely notice to and involvement of CNC and the district councils in
development of DON policies on various topics; (5) Opportunities for DON to strengthen its
assistance to help found or strengthen residential associations and business associations in
neighborhoods that lack them or where they are inactive.

Comprehensive Plan amendments process and possible CNC letter. The City Council has
received 21 proposed amendments to the Comprehensive Plan, and will hold an initial public
hearing on them Monday, March 31, 5 p.m. in the City Council chambers; written comments are
also welcome. Although recommendations on the substance of the proposed amendments are
welcome, the immediate issue in the next few weeks for the City Council is which, if any, of the
amendments will not be advanced for full consideration in the coming months, a process that
involves staff analysis, additional public hearings, and notice to the public. The Planning
Commission has recommended against further consideration of most of the amendments that
came from citizens. To view the amendments and find out about the hearing and the March 31
comment deadline, go to (http://www.seattle.gov/council/issues/compplan _amendments.htm.




At its March 18 meeting, CNC's neighborhood planning committee recommended that CNC
endorse two amendments on neighborhood planning that had been submitted by the CNC chair.
Amendment #16 would reword Goal NG-3 to encourage neighborhood plans throughout the city,
not just in areas expected to take significant amounts of growth. Amendment #15 would reword
policy N-3 to insert the following: "For those neighborhoods that wish to, the City is receptive

to continuing the model of the 1990s under which it funds neighborhoods to conduct their
neighborhood planning process under City contract and according to City guidelines."

Workshop on community-building. District councils are invited to co-sponsor a workshop on
community-building (tentatively in May), modeled after the January 2007 event which featured
public officials and citizen speakers, and breakout sessions. The 2007 workshop video is

As several district councils
have already done, please have your district council be co-sponsor, designate a volunteer to
serve on the planning committee, and arrange for your district coordinator to allocate $100-200
from your district's outreach fund. Pledges made last year expired with the end of the year, so
need to be reaffirmed.

Proposed letter on Seattle/suburbs bus funds allocation. At its March 21 meeting, CNC's
transportation committee proposed to CNC the following letter to the Seattle-area members of the
King County Council. The letter will be briefly discussed at the March 31 CNC meeting, but the
Chair will hold action until the April 28 CNC meeting to encourage district councils to review and if
needed, revise it:

"Dear County Councilmember:

"For the past decade, new transit service dollars from the County's Transit sales tax have gone
80 percent to suburban areas (40 percent to south King County and 40 percent to north King
County), with only 20 percent going to service within the City of Seattle. This is despite Seattle
having the most transit ridership, and despite the fact that each dollar spent on Seattle service
produces far more ridership increase than in the suburbs.

"As a group, Seattleites not only ride the bus more than do suburbanites; they also vote more
consistently for transit funding ballot measures. Yet many of Seattle's Metro bus riders must
stand in the aisles, or stand in the wind and rain at poorly sheltered bus stops as packed buses
pass them by. This while buses are near-empty on many routes in suburban and exurban King
County.

"As a proportion of King County's greenhouse gas production, motor vehicle emissions are about
50% and growing. With the new state law passed in March requiring reductions in vehicle miles
traveled, the County can no longer afford to distribute its new transit dollars without regard to
where they will do the most to reduce driving. It also cannot continue to give lowest priority in
new transit funding to improving mobility and livability in our established cities.

"Please work to change the 20:40:40 ratio for distributing new service dollars into a more
equitable ratio of 33-33-33, with Seattle receiving the same proportion as the North and South
county areas. CNC is the citywide voice of the thirteen district councils, which like CNC are
official Seattle advisory bodies. While we rarely address letters to the King County Council, this
issue is of such importance to Seattle neighborhoods that you should hear from us directly."
