Chris Leman distributed
information from previous meetings on this topic.

e (CNC request for support for District Councils/Stewardship Committees in regard
to neighborhood plan implementation. Lack of funding and staff. No funding for
updating plans.

e CNC request for increase in Neighborhood Matching Fund. Race and Social
Justice now included in Small and Simple with no increase in overall funding.
Also, if White Center area is annexed, it would create another district seeking
funding.

e Traffic impacts of development. 1,000 new housing units proposed in 6-block
area in East District. Proposed Business District Strategy decreases parking



requirements. DPD has one-size-fits-all mentality to zoning. Loss of Department
of Neighborhoods Neighborhood Development Managers has adversely affected
neighborhoods.

e Training for livable wage jobs. Affordable housing. Lack of transportation
options-East/West bus service.

e Will run for election.
