BACKGROUND: 
  
CNC elections.  The City Neighborhood Council's annual elections are governed by its by-laws, 
which are available at http://seattle.gov/neighborhoodcouncil/bylaws.htm, or can be requested 
from Wendy Watson at 684-0719.   The nominations committee (consisting of Judith Edwards, 
Cheryl Klinker, Dennis Ross, and Andrew Taylor) will run the election.  As reported in 
the attached Oct. 29 draft minutes, the nominating committee has proposed names for the 
November 26 ballot.  If someone is not included in their recommendations, the by-laws allow 
them to be nominated in writing prior to the Nov. 26 meeting, or in person at the meeting.

City budget process.  The City Council is now intensively discussing the Mayor's and other 
proposals for the 2008 budget, and is expected to adopt the budget on November 26.  CNC's 
May 2006 letter urging timely citizen access to the various budget proposals and analyses and its 
June 29, 2007 letter of recommendations on the City budget are available at 
http://seattle.gov/neighborhoodcouncil.

Citizens Budget Conference.  To kick off development of the biennial budget, the City 
Neighborhood Council has held a biennial citizens budget conference jointly with the Dept. of 
Finance and the City Council.  The Nov. 26 CNC meeting will be asked to authorize planning for 
the next such event, which normally would be in late January 2008.  Volunteers to help organize it 
are welcome. 
 
Workshop on community-building.  District councils are invited to co-sponsor a February 
workshop on community-building, modeled after the January 27 event which featured public 
officials and citizen speakers, and breakout sessions so that everyone was heard.  The January 
workshop was organized by a committee of district council representatives and their 
neighborhood service coordinators.   Video of the event is at 
http://www.seattlechannel.org/videos/video.asp?ID=5010713.   As several district councils have 
already done, please have your district council be co-sponsor, designate a volunteer to serve on 
the planning committee, and arrange for your district coordinator to allocate $100-200 from your 
district's outreach fund.
