Suggested Project:
Potential Solution and/Zor Comments:

Hanford and 56 from the entrance to Schmitz Park

e At the entrance to Schmitz Park construct 6-foot wide stairway with a 30-foot vertical rise and
100-feet in length.

e A 100-foot long wall would be used to help support the stairway.

Challenges/Tradeoffs:
e Geotechnical investigations will need to confirm if slope is sufficiently stable to construct simple

stairway system. If additional stability systems are needed, preliminary range of cost will have
to be adjusted upward.
