Potential Solution and/or Comments:
Nebraska Avenue from Airport Way S to Corson Avenue S

e Full depth asphalt pavement reconstruction of entire street.

e Construct new catch basins and storm sewer to collect street runoff.

e It is assumed that because there is more than 5000 SF of new impervious surface that

stormwater detention and water quality facilities will be required.
