deciduous, 1" leaves, autumn color,
spiny branches, arching habit, many’
varieties to choose from ;
evergreen shrub, dark green 17
leaves, yellow flowers, blue-black
fruit, spines

berries

deciduous or evergreen shrub,
prickly stems, hardy in severe

climates
