SPECIFICATIONS:

LABORATORY ANALYSIS – WATER SAMPLES, per Specifications, Attachment #1, to be provided as required for 05-01-00 through 04-30-01.  Bids are solicited from qualified vendors to perform analysis of water samples collected by the City of Seattle for the detection of protozoans, Giardia and Cryptosporidium using the new EPA method 1623.  Collected samples will be forwarded to the laboratory of the Contractor for analysis.

B.  
SCOPE OF WORK:

This Contract may be extended for an additional one-year period by mutual agreement, and said option to renew this Contract for a one year period shall be in effect for each year thereafter for a total period not to exceed two additional years.

The Contractor will be responsible for providing and delivering to the City all water sample collection supplies and collection instructions associated with the City’s collection of water samples in accordance with the intent and purpose this document.  The City will be responsible for, and will bear the cost of water sample collection, transportation, and shipment of the samples to Contractor for analysis.   

The Contractor shall submit to the City laboratory reports and required quality control documents within thirty (30) working days after receipt of water sample(s) from the City.  The Contractor shall bear full liability for repeating all analyses which do not meet the City’s and other appropriate requirements, and which are not the result of sampling, handling, or shipping errors by the City’s personnel.

Throughout the contract period, the Contractor must notify the City within two working days of any notification from any appropriate government Agency that the Contractor’s laboratory certification, which may be germane to the intent and purpose of this contract, has been rescinded or put on probation.  In this event, the City reserves the right to withdraw some or all of its workload from the Contractor.

During the term of this Contract, if awarded, the Contractor shall give timely notice to the City: of Contractor ownership changes or of any of its subcontractors; of any changes in facilities or subcontractors used in performance of this contract and; receipt of any environmental or safety citations, notices of violations, or orders. 

The City may, at any time, cancel the Contract based upon its evaluation of the Contractor performance or noncompliance with the terms and conditions of the Contract.

The Contractor shall accept orders from only the City personnel the User Department has authorized to place orders for services under the contract.

C. BILLING PROCEDURES
Billings will be submitted detailing charges per each sample.  Unit cost shall include shipping of supplies and materials to the City for the collection of water samples, as well as the cost for quality control tests, reporting results, and transmittals of quality analysis and control records.

Bidders are responsible for their own estimates to accomplish work under the contract,  

and for knowing all conditions which may affect their work under the Contract.  Bidders shall examine and understand the entire document.  If there is any doubt or vagueness as to the meaning of the documents, prospective bidders should ask the assigned Purchasing Services Section Representative for an explanation before submitting their bids.

Awarding of a contract, if made, shall be to the responsible bidder who is responsive to all of the requirements in the Invitation to Bid. Each apparent Successful Bidder shall satisfy the Purchasing Services Section of the bidder’s ability to do the work specified and shall, upon request, promptly furnish evidence that the City, in its discretion, deems satisfactory, regarding the bidder’s financial resources, experience, qualifications, organization, facilities and equipment available for the performance of the Contract.

NARRATIVE QUESTIONS

Bidders shall submit in an organized manner the original and two (2) complete identical copies of their bids.  Bidders shall, to the extent practical, use recycled paper and both sides of the paper, and avoid unnecessary extra pages, dividers, and covers.

Questions below are designed to assist the City in identifying the laboratory that will most likely provide accurate enumeration and highest recovery of Giardia and Cryptosporidium.  Bids will be evaluated only if all the information requested is provided.  The following information must be submitted for bid evaluation considerations:

1. Please describe your quality control program.  Include in your description information on equipment (microscope, counting chamber, etc.) calibration process, calibration verification procedure, initial precision and recovery tests, matrix spike and matrix spike duplicate recovery values and analysis of method blank procedure.

2. Please describe, in details, your ongoing precision and recovery procedures.  Are your procedures well established and recognized methods for determining accuracy and precision?  Please explain your procedures.  Also describe the procedure(s) used to correct problems when results fall outside acceptable limits.

3. Please discuss periodic analysis of external quality control samples and/or standard references and/or performance evaluation samples.  Please provide copies of your results including the source of the reference or standard sample.

4. Please describe your (laboratory) participation in inter-laboratory comparison studies using method 1623.  Please provide copies of the results.

5. Identify methods or programs your laboratory uses to verify the performance of analysts who perform method 1623.  Copies of appropriate laboratory SOPs that includes this information and quality control charts can be use as supportive documentation.

The following is requested for informational purposes only and will not be a significant factor in the bid evaluation.

1. Does your laboratory maintain a protozoan reference library containing preserved Giardia and Crytosporidium samples.

2. Does your laboratory have a principle (supervising) method 1623 analyst?

3. How many people in your laboratory perform method 1623 analyses at least once a week?
