QUALITY ASSURANCE
A. The seller shall maintain copies of reports of all material, process

and final inspections and testing which it performs or has 

performed of items furnished under the contract and agrees to 

promptly furnish copies at no cost when requested by the City.

B. The City reserves the right to perform or have performed, such

inspection and testing to assure the acceptability and 

suitability of the containers, lids and hardware.  The City, at its option, may have testing performed by an independent laboratory.  The expense of these tests shall be borne by the City.  The City shall use the standards specified in this invitation to bid for purposes of evaluating such tests or inspections.  Tests or inspections performed under this reservation shall not be considered a waiver of any right or breach of warranty.

C. Should the seller fail or refuse to provide the required reports,

samples and information required in these specifications, it shall 

be expressly understood and agreed this constitutes breach of contract.  The City may withhold all payment due to the seller and exercise any of its contractual rights, powers or remedies, or take whatever legal action the City deems necessary to protect its best interests.

D. It is further agreed that the City’s review, concurrence or approval

of the seller’s documentation or product shall in no way relieve the seller of its responsibilities for specification compliance nor shall it be construed as a waiver or abridgement of the City’s legal remedies, rights and powers.

The seller agrees to clean and pelletize the containers




and to re-use the re-claimed material to manufacture new recycled




content containers.  Under no circumstances is the re-claimed




material to be disposed of in any way, including disposal in 




landfills or incineration.

WARRANTY

defined as a complete unit including a full lid assembly.  All 




containers furnished shall be fully (100%) warranted on a non-




pro-rated basis for the initial five (5) years after purchase against




defects that materially affect the container ability to function for 




the intended purpose including but not limited to: cracking,




chipping, rusting, peeling and distortion; failures at attachment




points for lids, rods, wheels, axles and other points of attachment;




weathering degradation; defective or insufficient material; poor




material workmanship on the part of the manufacturer; lowered




resistance to aging from ultraviolet light exposure during normal




operational use; failure of the wheels to provide continuous, easy




mobility, as originally designed or intended; failure of any plastic




component to be resistant to damage in the event of contact with 




any household or residential product/chemical other than those 




listed by the seller; failure of the lid to prevent water from entering




into the container; failure of any portion of the bottom or bottom 




perimeter edges of the container body to remain impervious to




damage or wear-through after repeated contact with rough or 




abrasive surfaces including asphalt, cement and gravel drives, 




roads and walkways; and damage or failure of container




assemblies caused by the incompatibility of the container and the




collection contractors’ hydraulic dumping mechanisms.
