SPECIFICATIONS

Pesticide Reduction Strategy is a program initiated by the Office of Environmental Management for the purpose of reducing the City’s use of pesticides.  An integral part of the program is the researching and testing of alternative pest control techniques and conducting of pilot studies to determine which controls will be most effective citywide.  One of the studies involves the use of compost teas as an alternative to the use of pesticides and other dangerous chemicals.  This Contract includes the purchase of compost tea brewing hardware and other essential components. 

This Contract is awarded to GROWING SOLUTIONS INCORP. to provide compost tea makers, compost tea making components, set-up, training and support services.

The Contract will be for a period of two years, from 03-01-00 to 02-28-02 with the option of extending for additional terms or portions.  Extensions shall be by mutual agreement.

The Contractor shall set-up the Compost Tea System within the timeframe coordinated with and agreed upon by the Project Manager 

The Contractor shall train appropriate personnel to operate the system.  The Contractor shall also provide technical assistance upon request.

If applicable, the Contractor, at no expense to the City, shall have and maintain current and in full force and effect during the term of the Contract any and all licenses and/or permits required for the services and activities covered by the Contract and shall comply with all requirements thereof.

Validity of Contract: In the event any section, sentence, clause or phrase of the Contract shall be adjudicated by a court of last resort and of competent jurisdiction to the invalid or illegal, the remainder of the Contract shall be unaffected by such adjudication; and all other provisions of the Contract shall remain in full force and effect as though the section, sentence, clause of phrase or adjudicated to be invalid or illegal had not been included herein.

Change Orders, Adjustments and Modifications: Strict compliance with terms of the Contract is essential for the legal disbursement of  public funds.  The Purchasing Services Contract Administrator shall be the City’s authorized agent, except that an authorized representative of a User Department may, for contract services to his or her Department only, make reasonable changes in the place of delivery, service, installation or inspection; the method of shipment or packing; labeling and identification; and ancillary matter that the Contractor may accommodate without substantial additional expense to the City.
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
