CHANGE ORDER ISSUED TO EXTEND CONTRACT TERM THRU 3/1/2006

The limit for one project under this contract is $38,000, or as per future limits for informal bid process. All work performed is subject to prevailing wages.  

Pricing.  Hourly regular and overtime rates and mark-up percentages are as proposed by the Vendor in its proposal.  However, this contract is subject to State of Washington prevailing wages. If prevailing wages are increased by the State of Washington, then the Contractor may increase his hourly regular and overtime rates, provided that the Buyer is notified and approves the requested increase.  Requests for wage or mark-up percentage increases not related to prevailing wage increases may be made not later than sixty (60) days prior to each annual contract anniversary date (November 30). In order to be effective, such requests for increases must be approved by both parties to the contract.  If the parties cannot agree, the City of Seattle, at its sole discretion, may terminate the contract by thirty- (30) days written notice to the Contractor.
