PURCHASE AGREEMENT

Effective Date:  June 1, 2000

BETWEEN

GATEWAY COMPANIES, INC.

And

CITY OF SEATTLE

This bilateral Amendment #05 is entered into by Gateway Companies, Inc (“Gateway”) and the City of Seattle (“City”).  This Amendment #05 to the Purchase Agreement (“Agreement”) is effective on the date of the last signature of the Parties (“Effective Date”)
WHEREAS, the original agreement between the parties specified that the Agreement may be modified from time to time by mutual agreement;

WHEREAS, in September 2005 Seattle Mayor Greg Nickels released the Seattle Climate Action Plan.  The plan calls for the Seattle community to reduce dependence on cars, increase fuel efficiency and the use of biofuels, and conserve and use cleaner energy in homes, businesses and institutions;

WHEREAS, the Seattle Climate Action Plan specifically promotes the City’s purchase and use of climate-friendly products, such as super-efficient “80-Plus” computers and servers; 
WHEREAS, The City of Seattle, through its nationally recognized climate protection programs, continually searches for opportunities for waste reduction and recycling, and, 


WHEREAS, Gateway Companies, Inc. supports the Seattle Climate Action Plan.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Agreement is amended as follows:


1.   All electronic hardware provided to the City by Gateway under this Agreement shall meet or exceed the minimum criteria for Bronze environmental performance of the Electronic Products Environmental Assessment Tool (EPEATTM), a program of the Green Electronics Council.  The City will not purchase any electronic hardware that is not listed as an EPEATTM registered product at <www.epeat.net>.

2.  Gateway shall make good faith efforts to meet or exceed the Silver EPEATTM environmental performance criteria on or before May 31, 2008.

3.
Gateway shall provide quarterly reports of the number of EPEATTM registered products purchased under this Agreement.  The information must be reported in a matrix providing the following data for the current quarter, the fiscal year, and the duration of the contract.  The City’s fiscal year is January through December. The reports are due to the City’s buyer by no later than one month after the end of the quarter.

All desktops, laptops and monitors shall meet the U. S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) and Department of Energy ENERGY STAR® GUIDELINES, and desktops shall meet or exceed the 80 Plus® Standards by July 31, 2007.  All products shall have the Energy Star® label or an Energy Star® certification by an independent third party eco-labeling program.   
5.   On or before December 1, 2007, Gateway shall present to the City a proposal to further reduce waste resulting from its product packaging.  

6.   Provision 10 Term – The expiration date of the Agreement will be May 31, 2008 with renewal options as mutually agreed upon.  The parties acknowledge that Gateway’s continuing improvement regarding environmentally friendly products and practices will be a consideration in the City’s decision to further renew this contract.

All other terms and conditions of the Agreement are unchanged and remain in full force and effect.
