CONTRACT ADJUSTMENTS: During the term of agreement either party may propose changes provided thirty (30) days advance written notice is furnished.

CONTRACT EXPANSION: Contract  may be expanded to cover other Distribution Padmount Transformers, related parts, maintenance service and/or repair normally furnished by the  manufacturer provided that the supplier agrees to offer the products or services using the same pricing structure as the items specifically listed in this contract.

ORDER/INVOICING: Orders placed under any resulting contract shall be placed by telephone or fax.  There will be no maximum dollar amount per order.  Invoices shall be mailed in duplicate directly to the ordering department and shall indicate assigned Vendor contract number AND City Light reference number.  

LOSS DATA: Transformer test data (loss data) shall be submitted to Seattle City Light with the invoicing for each transformer.  Invoices will not be processed without test data.

DELIVERY/CONDITION: Transformers delivered by flatbed truck must be side loaded.  Transformers delivered in a dirty condition will be rejected.

PRICES may be reviewed quarterly.  Price requests shall be no greater than the total of changes to previously approved commodity cost indices.  They must not produce a higher profit margin than that on the original contract.  They must clearly identify the items impacted by the increase, and the request must be accompanied by documentation acceptable to the Buyer sufficient to warranty the increase.

Per Ralph Wegner’s email dated 08/28/07:
· For blanket order release with an acknowledge shipping date of less than 26 weeks after receipt of order, the price is entered as per the latest previous 6-month price review.  This price is firm.
· For blanket order release with an acknowledge shipping date of 26 weeks or greater after receipt of order, the price is entered as per the latest previous 6-month price review.  
a) The entered price is tentative, pending adjustments as necessary in accordance with subsequent 6-month pricing reviews.

b) The order is flagged in our system such that all design, purchasing, material receiving and production planning activities take place as usual, but release for manufacturing is prevented.

c) The order acknowledgement letter has the following wording:  “The prices shown are tentative since the acknowledged shipping date exceeds 26 weeks from time of order.  Prices will be adjusted as part of the scheduled 6-month price reviews for this blanket order.”
d) The 6-month price reviews will identify that the order requires a price adjustment and will request a revised purchasing order.  (Orders with lead times in excess of 52 weeks would be subject to two 6-month price reviews.)

e) The system ‘hold manufacture’ flag is removed on receipt of the revised purchasing order.  (For orders subject to two 6-month reviews, the ‘hold manufacture’ flag is maintained until after the second price adjustment and receipt of the resulting purchase order revision.)
