Sewer Overflow Monitoring System Services

Statement of Work - Attachment #1 – Change Order #1

(For items added by Change Order #1, see Items 10, 11, and 12 below)

Item 1A
Monitor, Model 1100

RMI will provide the Model 1100 wireless flow monitoring system.  The Model 3000 is the platform that we will be moving forward with, however, we will continue to support the Model 1100 platform for the City.  This item provides costs for the purchase of new Model 1100s.

Item 1B
Monitor, Model 3000

The Model 3000 is RMI’s current and future platform for a wide range of flow monitoring applications.  This item provides costs for purchase of new Model 3000s.

Item 1C
Monitor, Model 3000, less trade-in value of Used Model 1000/1100

RMI will provide new Model 3000 monitors, at a reduced price, to take into account the trade-in of the City’s existing Model 1000/1100 systems.

Item 2

Install New Monitor

Installation of a new monitor includes all costs and services normally associated with providing a calibrated, functioning flow monitor.  RMI’s crew will conduct a pre-installation site visit to assess conditions from the surface.  At installation time, in addition to performing the physical installation, RMI will provide standard mounting hardware and consumable items required to ensure proper installation.  A controlled field calibration outside of the sewer, and a sensor reading verification will be provided for all sensors installed.  RMI will verify monitor operation within 1 week of installation through regularly scheduled downloading.  The costs for installation of new monitors include wireless communications activation charges.

Installation of a new monitor also includes updating the project web page with any new data or locations required as a result of installing the new monitor.

Item 3

Monthly Monitor Reporting

RMI will provide monthly data collection and reporting for all RMI flow monitor installations.  Wireless data acquisition will be carried out on a weekly basis.  Sites where wireless data acquisition is not possible will be identified, and alternative measures put in place, with client consultation and sign-off.

RMI will continue to provide for each CSO alarming site the reports currently being provided under the existing contract.  RMI will review all data weekly, prior to posting, and provide monthly review of the data, including sign-off, by a staff engineer, or the wireless data services manager, within 1 week of the last download which includes the last day of the month.  An alternate reviewer will be identified to provide this service in the eventuality that the primary review party is unavailable in the specified time period.

Based on the current monitors installed, and new units to be stalled under this contract, RMI will dedicate up to 12 hours per month to the task of reviewing and signing off on data.  RMI may request to revisit this item should the requirements greatly exceed this dedication.

RMI will provide for each other flow monitoring site the reports currently being provided under the original contract.

This item includes maintenance of the RMI-hosted web page.

Item 4

Monthly Rain Gauge Data Collection and Reporting

RMI will provide monthly rain gauge data collection and reporting through the means listed:

· Hourly wireless downloads to keep current the 24 hour rainfall summary report hosted on the web site.

· 15 minute query of raingauges to determine wet/dry status, including graphical representation of current status.

RMI will review all data weekly, prior to posting, and provide monthly review of the data, including sign-off, by a staff engineer, or the wireless data services manager, within 1 week of the last download which includes the last day of the month.  An alternate reviewer will be identified to provide this service in the eventuality that the primary review party is unavailable in the specified time period.

Data review time is included in the 12 hour allotment identified in Item 3.

Item 5

Regular and As-needed Maintenance Site Visits

RMI will provide regular verifications at each site, on average 3 times per year (as per estimated units in RFQ), and carry out any required maintenance or warranty work.  This will include periodic verifications and cleaning of sensors to ensure proper operation.  RMI will verify monitor operation at each entry.  This will take the place of one of the 3 yearly verifications.  Any additional site work requirements will be addressed through Item 9.

Item 6

Remove Monitors

RMI will remove flow monitors as directed by the City.  Each removal will include a verification.  Removed monitors will be stored at a location designated by the City.

Item 7A

Re-install Monitors in New LocationsRMI will re-install monitors removed at the City’s direction, to new locations, at the City’s direction.  Re-installation of monitors at new sites will be considered to be a new installation, with each sensor calibrated and verified on-site.  

Item 7B
Re-install Monitors in the Locations From Which They Were Removed

RMI will re-install monitors removed at the City’s direction, either to new locations, or back into the location from which they were removed, again, at the City’s direction.  Re-installation of monitors at existing sites will be carried out at a reduced rate, however will include calibration and verification of all sensors on-site.  

Item 8

Additional Software Programming

RMI will provide programming services to incorporate features in addition to the existing services as requested by the City.  RMI will provide an upset limit for the programming requested, and will not proceed until authorized by the City.

Item 9

Additional Field Work

RMI will carry out additional field work not included in Items 5 and 7, as directed and authorized by the City.  The quoted hourly rate is for the standard 2 person crew with all training and equipment required for entering sewer manholes and chambers to carry out the installation and maintenance of flow monitors.

Additional Notes

Under the proposed contract, RMI will provide flow monitoring equipment, communications, data processing and maintenance.  Data will be posted on a weekly basis.

If data is found to be missing or suspect due to site or equipment conditions, RMI will schedule site investigations within 48 hours of discovery of the condition.  Any work required to correct issues will be carried out in a timely manner to reduce loss of data.

Payment for data processing will be based on site data posted.  RMI will correct any data that can be salvaged on a sound basis.  Consideration must be exercised in determination of data that may not be retrieved due to conditions outside RMI’s control.  RMI will promptly notify the City of such occurrence, and determine a resolution acceptable to the City and RMI.

Additional items and services added by Change Order #1:

Item 10           Protection for Parts

Contractor shall guarantee that parts shall be available for the units added by Change Order #1 for a period of 10 years from the date of issuance of the change order.

Item 11           Q-Trek Units

Contractor shall install and upgrade an estimated 70 Q-Trek units at $851.54 per unit.  Units shall be installed and upgraded only at the written request of the City’s Project Manager.  Units shall be installed and upgraded not later than 90 days after the date of the Projects Manager’s request.  (See document 0000000642v1a2, Attachment #2. Revised Pricing Schedule.)

Item 12          Availability of Funds

Requests from the City’s Project Manager for supplies and installation shall be subject to the availability of funds to the City of Seattle Public Utilities Department.
