THERMOSTAT INSTALLATION

A General

1. Goal of this Request for Quotation is to contract with a licensed electrical contractor to make retrofit installations of line-voltage thermostats to control the operation of electric heating systems in dwelling units in multi-family residential buildings, hereafter referred to as the “installer”.  Seattle City Light (SCL) anticipates installing between 500 and 2000 units in 2001 and an additional 4000 in 2002.

D Location of Project

D Installations will be within the City of Seattle City limits and will also include other SCL direct service areas in Shoreline, Tukwila, Burien and White Center.  

D City furnished Property or Services.

D Seattle City Light (SCL) will furnish thermostats, fact sheets and stickers.

D Installer Furnished Property or Services

D All additional material required for thermostat installation.

D Option: Thermostat and all additional material required for thermostat installation.

D Definitions: SCL defines a residential building as “multi-family” if it contains five (5) dwelling units or more or if the building is located in a complex of buildings containing five (5) units or more.  In this latter case, we define the complex as a single building for the purpose of this program.

B Thermostats: Origin, Manufacturer and Model

1. General Requirements

D SCL will purchase the thermostats and supply them to the installer via direct shipment from the local distributor in full case multiples of 50 units.  The installer will store the thermostats awaiting installation.  Installer will keep sufficient inventory on hand to satisfy the demands of the program in a timely manner.  SCL anticipates that 100-200 units will be an adequate inventory, but the Utility will negotiate the appropriate level with the installer in light of program experience.
D  The Thermostat provided by SCL will be Honeywell T4398 A 1021, a two-wire, mechanical thermostat with a narrow deadband.  Cut sheets are available on request.

C Specific Requirements

a) Receive shipment of thermostats from local distributor. SCL will purchase the thermostats to be installed through this program and have them shipped directly to the installer.  The installer will have responsibility for the inventory from time of receipt until installation. The installer will have responsibility for requesting additional stock of thermostats from SCL at least 10 working days prior when they will need this stock for installation.

b) Maintain accurate inventory records of units received and installed through the SCL program.  Installer will maintain a file of shipping tickets and will keep a record that details the number of thermostats received from the distributor and the number of thermostats installed through the program.  The installer will make this record available to SCL and will make periodic reports to SCL based on the record at reasonable intervals determined by SCL.  In addition, the installer will respond to specific inquiries from SCL about the inventory record.

c) Install thermostats in dwelling unit’s accordance with instructions from SCL.  Those instructions will come in written form and will contain information about installation address, contact person at the property and number of units to be installed.  Installation will conform to City of Seattle electrical code and best practices of the industry. This task will involve all scheduling and materials handling involved in making the installations. At the conclusion of installation in each apartment, the installer will leave behind a fact sheet and/or a small, self-adhesive sticker on the main thermostat.  SCL will provide the installer with these materials at no charge.  Installations must be made within the bounds of the legal rights of tenants specifically regarding the landlord’s legal right of entry as defined in Chapter 7 of the Seattle Municipal Code.  Installations will be subject to inspection by SCL.

C Install thermostats in a timely manner.  Installer will begin making installations within 30 days of receiving written instructions from SCL unless other timing is arranged with the SCL program manager. After all installations are completed for a building, the installer will send a written report to SCL that will include information about the total number of thermostats installed in the building.
e) Warrant the labor of installation for one year and make follow-up service calls.  Follow up calls will include making corrections for errors in installation and product failure during the one-year manufacturer’s warranty period. SCL will provide the replacement products.  The installer will return failed products to SCL.   Installer will make follow up calls within 30 days of receiving notification of product failure. 

f) Resolve conflicts arising between the installer or their representatives and either the building owner or the apartment residents.  Good service to customers of SCL is a component of this program.  The installer will make every effort to insure that their workers are courteous to tenant and building owners. 

g) Properly dispose of old thermostats.  Existing thermostats contain no hazardous materials.  However, the installer should make a good faith effort to insure that recoverable materials are not dumped in the landfill.  For example SCL has disposed of thermostats through a metal salvage company that recovers much of the internal working of the old thermostats. 

h) Invoice SCL upon completion of the job.  Once all the thermostats have been installed in a building, the installer shall invoice SCL and include a report of job completion to SCL.  This report shall contain an accounting of the number of thermostats installed and any narrative information that is necessary to describe the work done, the work not done and why that portion of the assigned work was not completed. 
D Deliverables: Installation Report with Invoice.

E Time Schedule: City light anticipates installing between 500 and 2000 units in 2001 and an additional 4000 in 2002

F Inspection and Acceptance (Quality Assurance): SCL may inspect the installations at any time.  Any installation questions raised by SCL will be communicated to the installer in writing in a timely fashion.

G Payment: 
D Invoices to SCL will be paid within installers quoted payment terms, or Net 30 days, on receipt of invoice and installation report.

D IMPORTANT: This program will sometimes involve cost sharing of the thermostat installation by the building owner. In a cost sharing situations the installer must be able to invoice and collect payment of the building owners share with the building owner directly.  SCL will notify the installer in advance of the building owners cost-sharing percentage (usually about 30% of the total amount).  The balance of the installation cost is to be billed to SCL.   In no case shall the total amount (SCL plus building owners share) exceed the contract amount per installation.
