1. This contract is recognized under the provision of State of Oregon Contract #1191 which allows the State of Washington and Washington State Purchasing Cooperative members to share in the use of the awarded contract.  Washington Administrative Code (WAC) 236-49-060 State Purchasing Cooperative states, “The Office of State Procurement may also enter into agreements with other purchasing cooperatives outside the state as it deems appropriate.”  The pricing structure provided in this contract is consistent with the pricing structure described in State of Oregon Contract #1191.
2. Best Buy: The following provision applies to mandatory use contracts only.  This contract is subject to RCW 43.19.190(2) & RCW 43.19.1905(7): which authorizes state agencies to purchase materials, supplies, services, and equipment of equal quantity and quality to those on state contract from non-contract suppliers.  Provided that an agency subsequently notifies the Office of State Procurement (OSP) contract administrator that the pricing is less costly for such goods or services than the price from the state contractor.

If the non-contract supplier's pricing is less, the state contractor shall be given the opportunity by the state agency to at least meet the non-contractor's price.  If the state contractor cannot meet the price, then the state agency may purchase the item(s) from the non-contract supplier, document the transactions on the appropriate form developed by OSP and forwarded to the SPO administering the state contract. (Reference General Authorities document)

If a lower price can be identified on a repeated basis, the state reserves the right to renegotiate the pricing structure of this agreement.  In the event such negotiations fail, the state reserves the right to delete such item(s) from the contract.

4. Only authorized purchasers included in the State of Washington Purchasing Cooperative (WSPC) and State of Oregon Cooperative Purchasing Program (DASCPP/ORCPP) listings published and updated periodically by OSP and DAS may purchase from this contract.  It is the contractor’s responsibility to verify membership of these organizations prior to processing orders received under this contract.  A list of Washington members is available on the Internet http://www.ga.wa.gov/servlet/PCACoopListSv, and a list of the Oregon members is available at http://www.oregon.gov/DAS/SSD/SPO/docs/orcpp-member-list.pdf. Contractors shall not process state contract orders from unauthorized users.

5. Contract Terms: This document includes by reference select terms and conditions published in the original IFB by the State of Oregon, including Standard Terms and Conditions, and Definitions, included in the Competitive Procurement Standards published by the State of Washington, Office of State Procurement (as Amended).

contract requirements: 
1. REPORTS

Contractors must provide the following report to the Office of State Procurement:

Sales and Subcontractor Report

Contractor must submit quarterly usage reports through the Contract Sales Reporting System located on the Internet at:   https://fortress.wa.gov/ga/apps/CSR/login.aspx.  Total purchases for each State of Washington Agency, University and Community/Technical College must be shown separately.  Total purchases for all political subdivisions and non-profit organizations may be summarized as one customer.  Contractor must submit quarterly usage reports even when there is no sales activity.
Reports must be submitted within thirty (30) days after the end of the calendar quarter.  (i.e. – no later than April 30th, July 31st, October 31st and January 31st.)
2. RETENTION OF RECORDS

The Contractor shall maintain, for at least three (3) years after completion of this Contract, all relevant records pertaining to this Contract.  This shall include, but not be limited to, all records pertaining to actual Contract performance from the date of Contract award.  It shall also include information necessary to document the level of utilization of MWBE’s and other businesses as subcontractors and suppliers in this Contract as well as any efforts the Contractor makes to increase the participation of MWBE’s.  The Contractor shall also maintain, for at least three (3) years after completion of this Contract, a record of all quotes, bids, estimates, or proposals submitted to the Contractor by all businesses seeking to participate as subcontractors or suppliers in this Contract.  The State shall have the right to inspect and copy such records.  If this Contract involves federal funds, Contractor shall comply with all record keeping requirements set forth in any federal rules, regulations, or statutes included or referenced in the Contract documents.
3. insurance
General Requirements: Contractor shall, at their own expense, obtain and keep in force insurance as follows until completion of the contract.  Within fifteen (15) calendar days of receipt of notice of award, the Contractor shall furnish evidence in the form of a Certificate of Insurance satisfactory to the State that insurance, in the following kinds and minimum amounts has been secured.  Failure to provide proof of insurance, as required, will result in contract cancellation.

Contractor shall include all subcontractors as insureds under all required insurance policies, or shall furnish separate Certificates of Insurance and endorsements for each subcontractor.  Subcontractor(s) must comply fully with all insurance requirements stated herein.  Failure of subcontractor(s) to comply with insurance requirements does not limit Contractor’s liability or responsibility.  

All insurance provided in compliance with the contract shall be primary as to any other insurance or self-insurance programs afforded to or maintained by State.

Specific Requirements:

Employers Liability (Stop Gap): The Contractor will at all times comply with all applicable workers’ compensation, occupational disease, and occupational health and safety laws, statutes, and regulations to the full extent applicable and will maintain Employer’s Liability insurance with a limit of no less than $1,000,000.00.  The State will not be held responsible in any way for claims filed by the Contractor or their employees for services performed under the terms of the contract.

Commercial General Liability Insurance: The Contractor shall at all times during the term of the contract, carry and maintain commercial general liability insurance and if necessary, commercial umbrella insurance for bodily injury and property damage arising out of services provided under the contract.  This insurance shall cover such claims as may be caused by any act, omission, or negligence of the Contractor or its officers, agents, representatives, assignees, or servants.  

The insurance shall also cover bodily injury, including disease, illness, and death and property damage arising out of the Contractor’s premises/operations, independent contractors, products/completed operations, personal injury and advertising injury, and contractual liability (including the tort liability of another assumed in a business contract), and contain separation of insureds (cross liability) conditions.

Contractor waives all rights against the State for the recovery of damages to the extent they are covered by general liability or umbrella insurance.

Business Auto Policy (BAP): In the event that services delivered pursuant to the contract involve the use of vehicles, or the transportation of clients, automobile liability insurance shall be required.  The coverage provided shall protect against claims for bodily injury, including illness, disease and death; and property damage caused by an occurrence arising out of or in consequence of the performance of this service by the Contractor, subcontractor, or anyone employed by either.

Contractor shall maintain business auto liability and, if necessary, commercial umbrella liability insurance with a combined single limit not less than $1,000,000 per occurrence.  The business auto liability shall include Hired and Non-Owned coverage.

Contractor waives all rights against the State for the recovery of damages to the extent they are covered by business auto liability or commercial umbrella liability insurance.

Additional Provisions:  Above insurance policies shall include the following provisions:

Additional Insured: The State of Washington and all authorized contract users shall be named as an additional insured on all general liability, umbrella, excess, and property insurance policies.  All policies shall be primary over any other valid and collectable insurance.

Notice of policy(ies) cancellation/non-renewal: For insurers subject to RCW 48.18 (Admitted and regulated by the Washington State Insurance Commissioner) a written notice shall be given to the State forty-five (45) calendar days prior to cancellation or any material change to the policy(ies) as it relates to the contract.

For insurers subject to RCW 48.15 (Surplus Lines) a written notice shall be given to the State twenty (20) calendar days prior to cancellation or any material change to the policy(ies) as it relates to the contract.

If cancellation on any policy is due to non-payment of premium, the State shall be given a written notice ten (10) calendar days prior to cancellation.

Identification: Policy(ies) and Certificates of Insurance must reference the State’s bid/contract number.

Insurance Carrier Rating: The insurance required above shall be issued by an insurance company authorized to do business within the State of Washington.  Insurance is to be placed with a carrier that has a rating of A- Class VII or better in the most recently published edition of Best’s Reports.  Any exception must be reviewed and approved by the Risk Manager for the State of Washington, by submitting a copy of the contract and evidence of insurance before contract commencement.  If an insurer is not admitted, all insurance policies and procedures for issuing the insurance policies must comply with RCW 48.15 and WAC 284-15.

Excess Coverage: The limits of all insurance required to be provided by the Contractor shall be no less than the minimum amounts specified.  However, coverage in the amounts of these minimum limits shall not be construed to relieve the Contractor from liability in excess of such limits.
4. WARRANTY(IES)
Contractor will supply a copy of the manufacturer’s warranty with all items delivered under this contract.  Unless otherwise specified, full parts and labor warranty period shall be for a minimum period of one (1) year after receipt of materials or equipment by the Purchaser.  All materials or equipment provided shall be new, unused, of the latest model or design and of recent manufacture.

In the event of conflict between contract terms and conditions and warranty submitted, to afford the state maximum benefits, the contract terms and conditions shall prevail.
5. CATALOGS AND PRICE SHEETS
Contractor shall furnish latest dated published manufacturer’s price list as required by the State Procurement Officer.  Failure to do so may cause bid to be rejected, or contractor to be in default of performance requirements.
6. PURCHASING CARD ACCEPTANCE
In an effort to streamline the purchasing and payment process, the State is encouraging agencies to use the state contracted purchasing card to facilitate small dollar purchases.  While at the present time, it is not mandatory that contractors accept credit card purchases, we encourage all state contractors to consider this alternate payment process.  The current card available for state agency use is a VISA product.
