ENTRANCE CONTROLS INC.  is awarded a contract for providing the City of Seattle SECURITY EQUIPMENT: MAJOR EQUIPMENT AND INSTALLATIONS, REPAIR AND MAINTENANCE, AND PARTS for the period 07/01/02 to 06/30/07 as specified in Attachment 1, Statement of Work, and in accordance with City of Seattle RFP #FFD-003, dated 2/6/02 and City of Seattle Letter of 6/10/02, Subject:  City of Seattle Request for Proposal #FFD-003, Security Equipment.  

This contract can be used by any City Department for an unlimited dollar amount for any city-owned or occupied building, facility, or property within the State of Washington to include access control and closed-circuit television (analog and digital) systems and equipment.  “Access control” includes, but is not limited to, gates, electronic locks, card readers, keyless entry systems, intrusion detection systems, alarm management systems, door hardware, intercoms, video phones, telephone entry systems, panic stations, panic alarms, photo identification badging, motion detection, cipher locks, fencing, razor (and barbed) wire, microwave barriers, keys, key cards, padlocks, all Schlage products, security furniture (consoles and racks), covert security systems and equipment, audio detection equipment, electronic security training, asset tracking systems, high and low voltage wiring, biometrics, wireless security systems, voice evacuation systems, x-ray machines and metal detectors, fiber and fiber installation, security signage, any type of parking equipment, and any network or computer equipment associated with integrated access control systems.
Vendor’s proposal of 3/13/02, in response to City of Seattle above-referenced RFP, and vendor’s Letter of 6/10/02 that responded to the City Letter of June 10, 2002, referenced above, are incorporated into this contract, as amended by agreements between the parties.  In the case of divergence between previous documents exchanged and communications between the parties concerning the proposed contract, this contract document and attachments take precedence.
This is a public works type of contract, and all work performed under this contracts shall be considered public works.
Orders shall be placed by the CITY DEPARTMENTS.  Invoices shall be mailed in duplicate to the CITY  DEPARTMENT,  Accounts Payable, per Invoice Address Guide.   Each invoice shall indicate Vendor Contract number 0000000831.

The City does not guarantee utilization of this contract.  This contract is subject to cancellation by either party upon thirty (30) days advanced written notice.  The City may award contracts to other vendors for similar products or services.

Contract Term:  7/1/02 to 6/30/07. Entrance Controls, Inc.

INSURANCE:   Continuation of this contract is contingent upon maintenance of insurance as indicated, and in accordance with “Insurance Requirements”, Attachment #2.  Vendor is responsible for providing current proof of insurance before the policies’ expiration date.  Current documents on file with Purchasing Services indicate an expiration date of 5/15/03.  Failure to provide current proof of insurance may, at the sole option of the City of Seattle, cause the contract to be suspended or terminated.
PREVAILING WAGES:  This is a State of Washington prevailing wages contract.  Prevailing wages are required in accordance with City of Seattle Letter to vendor, 6/10/02, paragraph 3. and Attachment #3.  Requirements are outlined in the contract document “General Legal Requirements,” Contract Attachment #4, along with current prevailing wages for King, Whatcom, and Pend Oreille Counties and a Benefits Key.  Vendor is required to pay current prevailing wages at the time the City of Seattle’s Project Manager

accepts the Vendor’s price estimate for each individual project.  State of Washington current prevailing wages may be accessed on the Internet at www.lni.wa.gov/prevailingwage.  

CONTRACT BOND & BOND IN-LIEU-OF RETAINAGE:  

a. Vendor shall maintain a current contract bond and bond in-lieu-of retainage in accordance with City of Seattle Letter to vendor of June 10, 2002, paragraphs 1. and 2. and Letter Attachments 1. 2. and 3.   A copy of City of Seattle instructions for completion and submission of contract bond and bond in-lieu-of retainage is located at Contract Attachment #6.  Copies of City’s Contract Bond and Bond in-lieu-of Retainage are located at Attachments numbered 7 and 8 respectively.  
b. The amount of the contract bond for Year 1 of the contract is $250,000.00, which is 25% of the estimated City of Seattle Year 1 usage of $1,000.000.00.

c. The amount of the bond in-lieu-of retainage for Year 1 of the contract is $50,000.00, which is 5% of the estimated City of Seattle Year 1 usage of $1,000,000.00.

d. If the estimated City of Seattle annual usages for contract years 2, 3, 4, and 5 are changed, the vendor will be notified of the change not later than 45 days before the contract anniversary date, and a changed amount for the contract bond and bond in-lieu-of retainage shall be specified.

e. The vendor shall provide a contract bond and bond in-lieu-of retainage to the Buyer in the amount specified by the City not later than 30 days prior to each contract anniversary date.

f. Failure of the vendor to provide the required bonds satisfactorily executed in the correct amount and approved by the City of Seattle, may, at the sole option of the City of Seattle, be cause for contract suspension or termination.  Suspension of the contract shall be implemented by a Stop Work Order in writing to the vendor.  


PRICE SCHEDULE:  A Price Schedule is located at Contract Attachment #9.
PRICING INCREASES: The vendor is authorized price increases for years 2, 3, 4, and 5 of the contract.  Years 2, 3, 4, and 5 begin the day after the anniversary date of the vendor contract.  The labor price increase for years 2, 3, 4 and 5 will be equal to 5% of the previous year’s labor rate (Installation and Service).

How Individual Projects are Ordered by the City and Priced by the Vendor:
a. For each project, the City Department’s Project Manager shall provide specifications (Scope of Work) to the vendor giving a full description of the work to be performed, start and completion dates, etc.  The Project Manager may request a mandatory site visit.

b. The vendor shall provide a complete estimate to perform the work described in the specifications with a breakdown of the proposed price, to include, as a minimum, the following:

Categories (carpenter, electrician, etc.) of labor with hours for each, multiplied by the total billing rate for each category.  Provide total cost of labor.

Parts, materials, rental equipment, and subcontracted work, and other work related  direct expenses, at cost with vendor markup percentage added.

Overhead costs (direct and indirect).

Other costs.

Profit.

The category “contingency” or a synonym shall not be allowed as an expense by the City.

c. The determination of price shall be by mutual agreement between the parties.  If the estimate is approved initially or after negotiation, the City’s Project Manager shall so note in the departmental project file with the notation “price is fair and reasonable.”

d. Vendor or the City may request pricing increases or decreases after the inception of each individual project based upon unforeseen events such as changed site conditions, unexpected costs due to weather, strikes, and changes in the scope of work. Etc.  Pricing increases or decreases shall be as mutually agreed between the parties.
