SPECIAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS
A. Scope of Work
Transformers covered under this contract will be transported by the City of Seattle/City Light to the Recycling Facility. These transformers will primarily include overhead units (less than 250 kva) and station service transformers (250 kva and greater), located at Seattle City Light's South Service Center. Transformers have been drained of oil and rinsed with clean mineral oil. These transformers previously held oil containing less than 50 ppm polychlorinated biphenyls (PCBs). Recycling shall be defined as salvage for metal recovery. All wastes (including core papers) generated by the salvaging process and not destroyed during the smelting process shall be disposed of through one of the following methods: (1) incineration, (2) landfill at an approved hazardous waste disposal site. Transformer nameplate information containing weights, sizes, and electrical ratings is available upon request. All demolition and salvage activities shall be conducted in compliance with all applicable federal, state, and local Safety and Environmental laws.
 B. Bidder Qualifications and Warranties
Prior to award by the City, the contractor shall have provided to the City: 

1) Copy of EPA letter acknowledging Notification of PCB Activity, and assigning an EPA Identification Number and/or copy of Washington State Department of Ecology written approval for PCB activity at bidder storage and recycling facilities where Seattle City Light materials will be handled under this bid.
2) a list of any and all permits, licenses, certificates and approvals required by local, state and federal environmental regulations for the recycling facility where the electrical equipment will be processed or recycled.

3) a spill prevention plan specific to the recycling facility that demonstrates the facility’s ability to contain an oil spill.

4) a list of 3 electrical utility customers for which the contractor’s recycling facility has provided electrical transformer recycling during the past two years, including current contact name and telephone number for each utility referenced.

The contractor shall ensure, warrant, and demonstrate upon request, that the recycling facility is engaged in the business of recycling or refurbishing electrical transformers as described in this scope of work, and can demonstrate expertise in recycling, dismantling, transporting, storing, and recycling of electrical power transformers as described above, including legal disposal of any residual wastes resulting from the dismantling and recycling processes.

The contractor shall ensure and warrant that any and all vehicles or vessels, waste product containers and personnel provided by the Contractor or his agents or sub-contractors shall hold all permits, licenses, certificates or approvals required to comply with applicable local, state, and federal regulations.

C. Disposition Records
The contractor shall maintain complete and accurate records of all equipment received from City Light. Records shall indicate for each item: locations and dates of transportation; methods, locations, and dates for handling, processing, and recycling. Within 90 days after receipt of equipment by the contractor, contractor shall furnish City Light with certification of completed recycling. 

D. Title Transfer
Upon transfer of title, contractor assumes all responsibility for the use, packaging, labeling, loading, transportation, handling, storage, and recycling of the equipment, and proper disposal of any residual wastes.

E. Transportation

Seattle City Light will transport the transformers directly to the Recycling Facility. The Contractor shall verify accurate documentation of inventory of all deliveries made under the Contract.
F. Equipment Processing

All specified services shall only be performed via methods and facilities which are approved by applicable local, state, and federal agencies and in conformance with all local, state, and federal regulations.  All wastes and by-products generated must be processed, handled, stored, transported and disposed in accordance with all local, state, and federal regulations.

G. Final Disposition
Recycling for metals recovery or for equipment reuse is at the contractor’s option.

H. Residual oil

At the contractor dismantling and recycling site, any residual oil shall be contained and disposed according to all applicable local, state and federal environmental regulations.
I. Indemnification
The contractor shall protect, defend, indemnify, and hold the City of Seattle/Seattle City Light harmless for and against any damage, cost, or liability for the injury or death to persons, or damage to or destruction of property arising out of removing property, or from possession or use of property purchased.  At the time the purchaser or the purchaser's agent takes possession of  the transformers, title to the transformers shall transfer to the purchaser and the liability associated with, arising from, or relating to the transformers, including but not limited to: any claim, award, fee, expense, penalty, cost (including cleanup cost), or damage under any federal, state, or local law, regulation, permit, or common law regarding human health and the environment, except to the extent that any such liability arises from the City's negligence.  In the event that the City incurs any such environmental liability relating to the transformers following transfer title, the purchaser shall fully indemnify and defend the City.  This provision shall survive the termination of the agreement.

J. Liability Insurance:  

Prior to the execution of any sales contract, the successful bidder, at it’s sole cost and expense, provide evidence of insurance, known as:  (1) Commercial General Liability written on an insurance industry standard occurrence form (ISO form CG 00 01) or equivalent, including premises/operations; products/completed operations; personal/advertising injury; contractual liability; and independent contractors liability. The minimum limits of liability for bodily injury and property damage shall be $1,000,000 each occurrence and $2,000,000 general, products/completed operations aggregate;  (2 a policy of Business Automobile Liability written on an insurance industry standard form (ISO form CA 00 01) or equivalent, showing Symbol 1 (any auto), including pollution endorsement CA9948 and a MCS 90.   The minimum limits of liability for Bodily injury and property damage shall be $1,000,000 per accident;  (3) Pollution Liability providing insurance against claims for injuries to persons or damages to property which may arise from or in connection with the performance of the work hereunder by the Buyer, his agents, representatives, employees or subcontractors.  Contractors Pollution Liability with coverage for:  Bodily injury, sickness, disease, mental anguish or shock sustained by any person, including death;  property damage including physical injury to or destruction of tangible property including the resulting loss of use thereof, clean up costs, and the loss of use of tangible property that has not been physically injured or destroyed; defense including cost, charges and expenses incurred in the investigation, adjustment or defense of claims for such compensatory damages; For losses caused by pollution conditions that arise from the operations of the buyer.   Pollution Legal Liability:  If the buyer’s services in this sales contract requires the disposal of any hazardous or non-hazardous materials off the job site, the disposal site operator must furnish evidence of insurance (in the same format as the Buyer), for pollution Legal Liability with coverage for:  Bodily injury, sickness, disease, mental anguish or shock sustained by any person, including death; property damage including physical injury to or destruction of tangible property including the resulting loss of use thereof, clean up costs, and the loss of use of tangible property that has not been physically injured or destroyed;

defense including cost, charges and expenses incurred in the investigation, adjustment or defense of claims for such compensatory damages; For losses that arise from the insured facility that is accepting the waste under this sale contract.  Coverage shall apply to sudden and non-sudden pollution conditions including the discharge, dispersal, release or escape of smoke, vapors, soot, fumes, acids, alkalis, toxic chemicals, liquids or gases, waste materials or other irritants, contaminants or pollutants into or upon land, the atmosphere or any watercourse or body of water, which results in Bodily injury or property damage.  Minimum Limits of Insurance:  Buyer shall maintain limits no less than:  (a) Contractors Pollution Liability:  $1,000,000 per loss/$2,000,000 annual aggregate;   (b) Pollution Legal Liability:  $3,000,000 per loss/$6000,000 annual aggregate; (4) Evidence of Insurance shall be in the form of a copy (photocopy or facsimile acceptable) of the declaration pages of the policy or policies, and the endorsement forms list..  The declaration pages shall clearly show the policy effective dates, the policy number, policy limits, and named insured, or a copy of the insurance policy and all referenced endorsements.  Any reference to premiums may be blacked out.

 K. Self-Insurance 
Should the contractor be self-insured under item J. above, a letter from the Corporate Risk Manager, or appropriate Finance Officer, is acceptable - stipulating if actuarially funded and fund limits; plus any excess declaration pages to meet the contract requirements.  Further, this letter should advise how bidder would protect and defend the City of Seattle as an Additional Insured in their Self-Insured layer, and include claims handling directions in the event of a claim.
