AQUATECHNEX is awarded a contract for HAND HARVESTING OF MILFOIL SERVICES for the period 7/1/02 TO 6/30/07, 
in accordance with City of Seattle Request for Quotation PRK-HHM-001, 5/10/02 and in acceptance of Aquatechnex offer dated 5/20/02.   

Invoices shall be mailed in duplicate to City of Seattle, PARKS AND RECREATION DEPARTMENT, Accounts Payable.

The City does not guarantee utilization of this contract.  This contract is subject to cancellation by either party upon thirty (30) days advanced written notice.  The City may award contracts to other vendors for similar products or services.  Actual utilization will be based on availability, proximity of vendor facilities, frequency of deliveries, or any other factor deemed important to the City.

Trial Period. Six months from the date of contract award shall be considered a trial period.  At the end of this period the City’s Project Manager will provide a written report to the vendor as to whether the performance and timeliness of its services have been considered satisfactory.  The decision as to whether or not the services have been performed satisfactorily and in a timely manner shall be at the sole judgment of the City’s Project Manager.  If the vendor is rated as unsatisfactory, the next lower bidder will be asked to perform the contract and, conditional on the provision of required documentation, will be awarded a vendor contract under the terms and conditions of its bid, including the Trial Period provision.  If the next lower bidder fails to perform satisfactorily during its trail period, the project will be re-bid.

State of Washington Prevailing Wages apply to all work performed under this contract.  Vendor shall pay current prevailing wages at time work is performed.  Vendor is responsible for providing to the Buyer proof of insurance coverage before the current coverages expire.

Pricing.  Prices are provided in the Pricing Schedule, Attachment #2 and are firm-fixed for the contract year 2002.  Maximum price escalation rates for contract years 2003 – 2006 are shown in the Pricing Schedule, Attachment #2.  Requests for pricing increases up to the maximum escalation percentages may be made in writing to the City by the contractor within 90 days prior to December 31st of each calendar year for the following year.  In order to become effective, both parties must agree to the request and the pricing change implemented by contract change order.  In times of nationwide deflation, the City may request pricing decreases not larger than the US Government Consumer Price Index percentage of decrease for the second and third quarters prior to December 31st of each year.  Failure of both parties to agree to a pricing increase or decrease may result in contract termination within thirty (30) days in writing at the sole option of the city of Seattle.  Vendors are reminded that this contract is subject to State of Washington Prevailing Wage regulations.
