If the next lower bidder fails to perform satisfactorily during its trail period, the project will be re-bid.

State of Washington Prevailing Wages apply to all work performed under this contract.  Vendor shall pay current prevailing wages at time work is performed.  Vendor is responsible for providing to the Buyer proof of insurance coverage before the current coverages expire.
