The City may award contracts to other vendors for similar products or services.  Actual utilization will be based on availability, proximity of vendor facilities, frequency of deliveries, or any other factor deemed important to the City.
The contractor and any subcontractor shall not pay any laborer, worker or mechanic less than the current prevailing hourly wage rates and fringe benefits for said worker’s classification as set forth by the State of Washington fro King County.  Notice of intent to Pay Prevailing Wages and Affidavit of Wages Paid must be filed with the State of Washington Department of Labor and Industries, for approval.  Employers are to forward copies of approved Intents/Affidavits to the City of Seattle, F & FD, and Purchasing Services Buyer.

Wage rates and benefits will be adjusted annually at time of contract renewal to recognize and follow the State of Washington Department of Labor & Industries Rate Schedule in effect at time of contract renewal.
Pricing increases or decreases may be requested by either party by written notice to Purchasing within forty-five (45) days of the contract anniversary date and can be implemented only by contract change order.

Vendor is required to maintain insurance coverage as specified in the RFQ’s Terms and Conditions.

The limit on individual order against this contract is $8,000 and may not be exceeded without the permission of the Buyer.  The dept can send the buyer an e-mail with this request.
