PRODUCT DESCRIPTION

 (additions & changes, Per Change Order # 1. shown in italics)

· made of recycled plastic that also can be recycled
· have UV inhibitor
· made of heavy duty plastic at least 3/16” thick with a bottom suitable to withstand dragging; 
· heavy enough to withstand 10 mph winds when empty; 
· not weigh more than 15 lbs by itself and have a capacity of not less than 33 gallons; 
· be round and have a height and diameter not less than 27” tall and not greater than 20” width to fit inside existing can holders; 
· surface must allow for easy removal of graffiti; 
· must be a class C or class III material (have a flash point of not less than 608-644 degrees Fahrenheit); 
· able to withstand impact of a vehicle traveling 10 mph with no denting or splitting; 
· fit a Rubbermaid dometop lid #2647 that will twist lock into place, all receptacles provided so far have been to fit this lid , (not the #2637); 
· interior dimensions must allow for use of liner 23” x 17” x 48” and allow for 10” overlap of liner when liner is placed inside and rests on bottom of container; 
· lip must be continuous so that it can be easily carried; 
· no protruding handles; 
· must be stackable for ease of transport; 
· must possess inner retention lip to minimize slippage of liner and still allow for twisting and locking of lid; 
· must be embossed with Seattle Parks Dept logo on one side ( 8” x 6.0” overall dimensions); 
· must be able to hold an I-bolt that Parks Department will drill into it for securing can with cable in static location; 
· put two recessed handles  on the underside of the top ring of the can so you have a place to grip when fitting the lid. These will be located at 180 degrees apart and

one will be directly centered above the Seattle logo; 

· drill three 1/2" drain holes at the lowest point  on the inside of the can for liquid drainage; 

· cut the excess material off the inside lip on the top of the can. This has been preventing full drainage when the can is up-ended. So, the top lip shall not prevent any solid material from being retained when the can is being emptied; 

· drill three holes on the top of the lip to allow for full liquid drainage inside when the can is up-ended these holes will be located at 180 degrees from the logo handle and further allow any liquid to be drained out when the can is up ended;

· put three dimples or locating marks on the can for standardizing where the cable holes would be drilled. The cable and cable holes are a field retrofit where it is needed to cable attach the Rubbermaid lid. The dimples will be 6 inches down from the bottom of the top ring/ where the handle recess is. This will maintain the access space to the rear handhole above where any future cabling might exit the container, if the user utilizes the locating dimples. The dimples are approximately 1/4" in diameter and will be spaced on 2" centers.
