A) SCOPE OF WORK
This Contract with the City of Seattle is for the provision of equipment, material, and training necessary for the City of Seattle to become an Authorized StreetPrint Applicator and self-Install StreetPrint .                       

Primary End User:  Seattle Department of Transportation

B)  DEFINITIONS:
CITY means the City of Seattle, a municipal corporation of the State of Washington

CONTRACT means the entire agreement when consummated 

CONTRACTOR means Integrated Paving Concepts Inc.

COATING means the asphalt coatings used in connection with StreetPrint as specified by the Contractor.

TEMPLATES means the apparatus used in connection with the application of StreetPrint as specified by the Contractor.

TERRITORY means the geography comprising the area with the legal boundaries of the City of Seattle, Washington.
C). THE CONTRACTOR
Integrated Paving Concepts, Inc, an Industrial Technology Company, shall provide goods and services in accordance with this Attachment #1, (Scope of Work) Attachment #2, (Agreement), Attachment #3 (Pricing Requirement) and Attachment #4, (General Terms and Conditions).  The Contractor shall also adhere to the following:
1. Shall keep complete and accurate records of materials and training provided  

to the City.

2. Upon periodic request by the City, the Contractor shall meet with the City to 

       discuss the status of services provided by the Contractor.

4. Coordinate the training and delivery schedules of StreetPrint materials and  

       equipment with Project Coordinator, Seattle Department of Transportation.
            5.   Shall advise and/or make available to the City all information, know-how, and  

      advice in connection with any improvements or innovations to the business  

      That the Company may develop or acquire and which is necessary to assist or  

      enable the City to carry on its business as a Licensee.

       
6.   Shall provide the name of a contact person who will be available by telephone 
      during regular business hours Pacific Standard Time, Monday through Friday, 

      for general contract services.  The Contractor shall provide the name of the 

      contract accounts representative.
       
 7.  Shall notify the City in writing within three (3) business days of any change in 

      business ownership or other changes that may impact the Contractor’s 

      performance of the Contract. 

             8.  Shall provide to the user department, before payment can be made, a correct 

      line-itemized invoice, in duplicate, documenting all services and items billed.  

      The City reserves the right to withhold payment if proper invoicing and 

      documentation is not provided.

D) THE CITY:
1. Shall not offer StreetPrint  to any other public or private party without the express written consent of the Contractor and such consent being at the sole discretion of the Contractor.
2. Shall supply for training all necessary paving and printing equipment and materials including those StreetPrint related products previously purchased by the City, (Department of Transportation.)
3. Shall install StreetPrint in compliance with the most current standard  specifications provided by the Contractor.
4. Shall pay invoices owing by it to the Contractor within 30 working days of receipt.  Invoices must be correctly and adequately prepared by the Contractor to allow for timely Processing.
            5.    The dollar limit per order is $10,000.  The City of Seattle will not authorize payment  

                    for any order exceeding that amount without prior approval by the Buyer.

E) AMENDMENTS AND ADJUSTMENTS:

The City’s Buyer at any time may make reasonable changes in areas in which the Contractor may accommodate without substantial additional expense to the City, to include, changes in places of delivery, shipping methods, etc.  Except for minor adjustments, modifications or amendments to the Contract may only be made by a change order or by written documents signed by both parties.  
Unless the Contractor is otherwise notified, the City’s Buyer shall be the City’s authorized agent.
