 Arborist and Related Services

Statement of Work

I. Goal of the Request for Proposals
1. The goal of the RFP is to establish a pool of contractors who will perform any or all of the services described below in paragraph II.  The pool of contractors will be used by City Departments to perform specific projects.  A departmental project manager, hereafter named the “Department Representative, will select one (or more if preferred) pool vendor to provide an estimate for the project up to a $15,000 limit.  If the project is estimated to be over $15,000 and up to a maximum of $37,000, the Department Representative shall solicit a minimum of three (3) vendors for estimates, provided, of course, that three vendors are available to perform the particular service.  See contract Attachment #2, How Work is Ordered.

II. Types of Services Required
The pool contractor shall provide either or both of the types of services described below. 

1. Pruning, Technical Care, and Removal.  

a. Small Tree Pruning.    Includes specialty pruning on ornamental or high value trees and shrubs.

b. Climbing.  Work to be performed at any height without use of aerial lift.  May include installation of cabling or other devices.

c. Aerial Lift.  Work to be performed utilizing aerial lifts and/or heavy equipment.  May include installation of cabling or other devices.

d. Stump Removal and/or Root Excavation.  Work to be accomplished with a stump grinder or other approved equipment appropriate for the site.  Contractor shall bear the cost of disposal of debris and limited site restoration.

e. Specialty Services: cable/bracing, air spade excavation, and tree transplanting.

2. Arboricultural Services.

a. Contractor shall provide evaluations of tree health, safety, pest identification, inventory, diagnosis, written reports, and recommendations.  Evaluations shall be in writing if requested by the Department Representative.

III. 
Required Vendor Qualifications

The Contractor shall be or employ a Certified Arborist of the International Society of Arboriculture.  Contractors providing technical arboricultural services and recommendations should have the highest level of appropriate certification for the work to be performed.

1.  The Contractor shall be licensed by the State of Washington, be bonded, and insured (for insurance, see Attachment #4 of the RFP, Insurance Requirements).

2. The Contractor shall have a record of satisfactory and timely 

performance, as verified by a City check of references provided in the Contractor’s proposal or other sources available to the City.

3. The Contractors may work within ten feet of electrical conductors provided they are utilizing documented Certified Power line Clearance trimmers  
4. The Contractor shall provide a current list of Utilities where they perform power line clearance work, and their current safety record. (in receipt from Kemp West ) 

IV.
Work Requirements

1. The Contractor shall work within established City and Department

policies and procedures as outlined by the Department Representative.

2. The Contractor shall coordinate scheduling and performance of work with the Department Representative.  The Department Representative will determine the access to the site.  The Contractor shall coordinate with the Department Representative for a start time and day.  The Department Representative will meet with the Contractor at the start time and day to confirm the scope of work.

3. Contractor’s Certified Arborist shall perform and/or directly supervise all work, and shall be present on-site at all times during performance of work.

4. The Contractor shall perform all work to standard ANSI 300 and ANSI Z133.1.

5. The Contractor will provide all equipment necessary for the work contracted.  All equipment will meet current ANSI and OSHA standards for the application.  The Contractors bears sole responsibility for the use or misuse of said equipment.

6. The Contractor shall plan and execute work to minimize damage to adjacent properties and improvements thereon.  The Contractor shall be responsible for any damage, including turf damage and pesticide application related, to the site or its improvements, and to adjacent properties.

7. The contractor is responsible for location of underground and overhead utilities as it applies.  The Contractor will make the City aware of existing underground and overhead utilities.

8. The Contractor shall supply all necessary permits and include the costs of such permits in the bid price.  The Contractor shall comply with all procedures, including traffic control procedures and herbicide application permits required.

9. The Contractor will appropriately dispose of all debris off-site, unless specified otherwise by the Department Representative.

10. The contractor shall utilize signs, barricades, cones, flaggers, and any other precautions required to create a safe work zone and comply with the State of Washington Manual for Uniform Traffic Control Devices. ground personnel and any other precautions deemed necessary by the Department Representative and or SDOT to provide for protection of pedestrians and vehicles in proximity to the work zone.  The contractor shall utilize signs and barricades specified in SDOT’s Traffic Control Manual when working within a street right-of-way.

11. Contractor shall comply with all applicable Washington State Electrical Workers Safety Rules as in WAC 296-45.
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
