Material Standard  Supplementary Instructions:

Barriers/Sleeves:   All treated poles shall be butt wrapped or coated with an approved protective barrier/sleeve.  On full length treated Douglas Fir poles, the height of the barrier/sleeve shall be 18 to 24 inches above the ground line.  Currently only the BioTrans Field Liner is approved for use by Seattle City Light. City Light will provide the vendor at cost with an initial supply of BioTrans liners for use on the first 900 to 1000 poles (approximately a nine months supply) supplied on this contract. The mutually agreed upon price of the City Light provided liners will be added to the unit price of the poles. Thereafter the pole supplier must provide the BioTrans liners or other approved for use by City Light barrier product. Poles with barriers that are delivered in an unserviceable condition due to poor application or rough handling will be refused by Seattle City Light.

LABELLING:  All poles shall be stamped or metal tagged in the approximate center of both the top and bottom ends indicating Class and length.

Material Requirements:
Add to section 3.3, "The carrier oil must be free of PAH, Poly-Aromatic Hydrocarbons, and contain no Chlorinated Co-Solvents." Add Section 3.4 to read  " A MSDS must be provided with each bid for every preservative and solvent product used in the treatment process." 

Add to section 4.3, “Option to allow for one-quarter inch dia. X 2-1/2” deep radially drilled holes ILO incising in the butt area only, as long as the rest of the pole is incised.”


Inspection/Certification:  All poles will be inspected by SCL or its representative per Section 6 of the SCL Standard, however, Section 8, Certification, shall be changed to read, “Each shipment of poles shall be accompanied by a Certificate of Inspection including a Report of Treatment signed by a SCL 

approved independent agency certifying to compliance with this specification.”  Contact McCutchan Inspections Inc., 1-503-324-5210, to arrange for pole inspections.
