Attachment #1 - Statement of Work

Part A – General Requirements

A.1 Goal of this Contract

The objective of this contract is to remove and dispose, in an approved manner, the accumulated litter, debris, refuse, recyclable materials, scavenged items, vehicles and misc. junk from the project locations, pursuant to court orders.

A.2 Background

The Abatement Revolving Fund is the funding source for these projects. The projects are being undertaken in compliance with the court decisions regarding civil cases filed under Seattle Municipal Code Chapter 23.208.  Orders Declaring Public Nuisance and Granting Other Relief are issued.  To support the orders, Warrants for Abatement of Public Nuisance are issued. The City of Seattle, Department of Design, Construction and Land Use is commanded to enter onto the premises to abate and remove, at the expense of the defendant(s), all SMC violations and all conditions contributing to the public nuisance.

A.3 Location of Projects

The project locations are within the Seattle City limits and will be identified by the Project Manager by address and legal description as recorded in the records of King County Washington.

A.4 City-Furnished Equipment or Services

The property at the project locations is privately owned. The Department of Design, Construction and Land Use (DCLU) will provide inspection services, technical support, warrants, site diagrams and all required documents for the removal of the inoperable vehicles, personal belongings and materials from the project sites.

A.5 Contractor-Furnished Equipment or Services

The Contractor is required to provide all equipment including, but not limited to dump trucks, loaders, excavators, impact tools, dumpsters, containers and hand tools; trained personnel; sub contractors, including but not limited to towing companies and haulers.  Street Use, sewer capping, electrical and other permits and clearances necessary to complete the work of the projects, except for the items identified in A.4.

Part B –Technical Requirements

B.1 General Requirements

1. General and technical questions relating to the project shall be directed to the DCLU Project Manager.  

2. The Contractor will locate all utilities that may be damaged or affected by the work and take steps to prevent damage.  

3. The Contractor shall provide and maintain sedimentation control and collection facilities to prevent eroded soils from entering the public and/or natural drainage systems.

4. The Contractor shall keep all public walkways and sidewalks clear and free of debris.  Paved surfaces that are damaged by the Contractor shall be repaired to the satisfaction of the Seattle Department of Transportation at no cost to the City of Seattle.

B.2 Specific Requirements

1. The Contractor is responsible for sifting through the refuse and segregating similar items. For example, all soaps and other household cleaning items identified (typically with a high pH) should be separated from batteries and other items know to have a low pH, which should be separated from petroleum products (gas cans, oil containers, etc.), which should be separated from paint cans and similar products, which should be separated from pesticides/herbicides/fertilizers, etc. The Contractor should then perform a general inventory of segregated items, documenting the materials identified at the subject property.

2. The Contractor is responsible for removing all abandoned vehicles, powered lawn equipment and any other small engine equipment from the subject property and transporting them to a licensed salvage or scrap yard. All fluids, including radiator fluid, hydraulic fluid, brake fluid, oil, gasoline, and/or diesel fuel should be removed from the abandoned vehicles and containerized on site. The fluids should be collected in State of Washington Department of Transportation (DOT) approved containers and transported of site for proper disposal.  The Contractor shall obtain and present all necessary paperwork (manifests, bills of lading, etc.) for the proper transport and disposal of such fluids.

3. The Contractor is responsible for removing abandoned appliances identified at the subject property during the course of the work. The appliances should be recycled if possible. If disposal is required, the appliances can be disposed at the Bow Lake Transfer Station located at 18800 Orillia Rd. South in Tukwila, WA.

4. The Contractor is responsible for removing and properly disposing of soaps and other household cleaning items, batteries, paint cans, small petroleum containers (oil, fuel etc.) and other miscellaneous chemical compounds identified during the course of the work. The materials can be disposed of at King County’s South Seattle Recycling and Disposal Station located at 8100 2nd Avenue South in Georgetown. All paperwork generated by King County for the disposal of household chemicals shall be retained to document the disposal of the items.

5. The Contractor is responsible for removing and properly disposing of other miscellaneous refuse items such as clothing, shopping carts and miscellaneous garbage.  These items may be disposed at the Bow Lake Transfer Station located at 18800 Orillia Road South in Tukwila, WA.  All paperwork, including weight tickets shall be obtained and retained by the Contractor to document the disposal if the materials.

B.3 Time Schedule

1. Commencement of the work shall be coordinated with the Project Manager. Work will occur on weekdays only between the hours of 7:00 am and 5:00 PM.  Work at different days and times require the approval of the Project Manager.

2. All work shall be completed in 20 working days from the issuance of the Notice to Proceed.

Part C – Change Orders

C.1 Submittal

1. All change order requests shall be documented in writing.

2. Change order requests can be made verbally when circumstances require it, but must be followed with a written request.

C.2 Approval

All change order requests must be submitted to the Project Manager for approval.  Change Orders can be paid only after the issuance of a contract change order document by the Buyer.

Part D - Required Qualifications

D.1 Contractor Licensing

The Contractor shall be licensed, insured and bonded to perform this work.

Part E – Inspection and Acceptance

E.1 Notification 

1. The Contractor shall give the Project Manager notice when the work is ready for inspection.  All workmanship shall be subject to inspection by the Project Manager.  All rejected work shall be corrected by the Contractor at the Contractor’s expense.

2. The Contractor will provide copies of all paperwork documenting the disposal of all materials from the subject property.

3. Upon acceptance of the work by the Project Manager, the Contractor will be notified and payment for the work will be approved.
