Statement of Work & Description of Vendor’s Capabilities
1.  Contract Objectives

Obtain on-call services to perform maintenance on components of electrical distribution systems and equipment as described below.

2.  Required Scope of Services (as stated in vendor’s proposal of 4/8/02)
Provide all labor, equipment, products, materials and supplementary services required to:

Perform preventive and corrective maintenance on components of electrical distribution systems and equipment, including, but not limited to, generators, transfer switches, motors, ups, power quality devices, service entry components, transformers, switch panels, over-current devices, and control circuitry. 

General Requirements

· There shall be a maximum 24-hour response time for emergencies.

· Vehicles used by the vendor on City of Seattle premises shall be clearly marked with the company name. Vehicles shall be acceptable in appearance and maintained in good operating condition.

· While working on city premises, vendor employees shall wear clean, well-maintained uniforms with the company name clearly displayed.

· The contractor shall be responsible for all structural and architectural modifications required to complete contract work, including but not limited to cutting, and patching. Such modifications shall be done so as to restore effected elements to their original function and appearance if possible.

· The Contractor shall coordinate with City staff and any owner provided subcontract forces called upon to facilitate the contract work.

· The Contractor shall arrange for all code-required inspections, and shall notify the City representative before inspections are conducted.

· Contractor’s access to and use of the work site shall not interfere with City operations. Any conflict shall be promptly referred to the City representative for resolution.

· The Contractor shall maintain the work site in a safe and orderly condition at all times and will make every effort to protect City facilities from damage during operations. Damage that does occur will be repaired immediately to the satisfaction of the City coordinator and at the Contractor’s sole expense.

· Demolished materials and project debris, if any, may be stockpiled on site in a location acceptable to the coordinator. These material and debris are to be removed prior to substantial completion or can be removed as needed prior to that at the Contractor’s option.

· All waste materials will be removed to approved disposal sites, remove all boxes, cartons, packing and scrap material from the work site. Remove all labels that are not intended or required by the manufacturer to remain.

3.  City’s Project Manager

The City employee who requests a quote for these services, inspects work, and signs off on firm’s invoices is designated the Project Manager.  All questions concerning work, scheduling or other subjects shall be directed to the Project Manager.

NOTE: This contract is not intended to perform public works requirements.  Note that maintenance is limited to components of electrical distribution systems.  If there is any question as to the usage of this contract, call the buyer in City of Seattle Purchasing Services Division.
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
