1. Prompt Payment Discount:  __1/4_%_10___ days.  The above prices include and cover all duties, handling and transportation charges, and all charges incidental to the requested work excluding Sales Tax or Use Tax.  Offer shall agree to all the original City contract terms and conditions without exception.
2. Contract Term:  This contract shall be for five years, with one two-year extension allowed at the option of the City.  Such extensions shall be automatic, and shall go into effect without written confirmation, unless the City provides advance notice of the intention to not renew.  The Vendor may also provide a notice to not extend, but must provide such notice at least 45 days prior to the otherwise automatic renewal date. 

3. Expansion Clause:  Any resultant contract may be expanded as mutually agreed, if such expansion is approved by the City RFP Coordinator (Buyer).  The only person authorized to make such agreements is the Buyer from the City Purchasing Office of the Department of Executive Administration, City of Seattle.  No other City employee is authorized to make such written notices.  Expansions must be issued in writing from the City Buyer in a formal notice.  The Buyer will ensure the expansion meets the following criteria collectively:  (a)  it could not be separately bid, (b) the change is for a reasonable purpose, (c) the change was not reasonably known to either the City or vendors at time of bid or else was mentioned as a possibility in the bid (such as a change in environmental regulation or other law); (d) the change is not significant enough to be reasonably regarded as an independent body of work; (e) the change could not have attracted a different field of competition, and (f) the change does not vary the essential identity or main purpose of the contract.  The Buyer shall make this determination, and may make exceptions for immaterial changes, emergency or sole source conditions, or for other situations as required in the opinion of the Buyer. 
4. Right to Replace Products & Product Discontinuance:  In the event the manufacturer discontinues or replaces a product, Vendor may request the City substitute a new product or model on the contract.  The City may allow the Vendor to provide a substitute product, upon confirmation that the product has been discontinued.  Pricing for such a product replacement or substitute must be the same discount rate as provided to the City on the original product.
5. Cancellation of Orders:  The City may cancel an order before delivery without penalty or charge, providing that the Vendor has not incurred any special production costs such as custom fabrication in fulfilling the order.  If the City cancels the order after production has begun for a non-standard or custom order, then the Vendor may charge the customer a cancellation penalty up to but not to exceed 10% penalty computed on the net contract price of the cancelled purchase item(s).

Returns and Restocking:  

· Vendor Error: No restocking charge for items ordered due to Vendor error.  Vendor pays all shipping costs.

· Standard Stock items:  No restocking penalty applies if new, unused, in original packaging and shipped back within 30 days of receipt by the City.  Customer pays the shipping cost.

· Non-Standard or Custom items:  Item(s) may be returned if new, unused, in original packaging and shipped back within 30 days of receipt.  Vendor may charge the purchaser a penalty up to but not to exceed 10% penalty computed on the net contract price of the returned item(s).  Customer pays the shipping cost.

· Fabricated Items:  Items that are custom engineered and fabricated to design specifications may be returned under the terms negotiated between the parties upon request of the City.

· Failure to perform:  If Vendor has presented a particular product as suitable and fit for the purpose described by the City herein or upon order by the City, and the product fails to perform as advised and/or specified, that shall be defined as a Vendor error.  No restocking charge shall be charged to the City.  Further, if such fitness could not have been determined until the product had been in use, the City may return the product opened and used within 30 days of receipt without penalty or charges due to the City. 

7.
Rates and Prices:  Pricing shall be prepared with the following terms.  The Buyer may exempt these requirements for extraordinary conditions that could not have been known by either party at the time of City negotiations or other circumstances beyond the control of both parties, as determined in the opinion of the Buyer. 

Requests for Rate Increases must be delivered to the City Purchasing Buyer in accordance to the rules below.  No other employee may accept a rate increase request on behalf of the City.  Any invoice that is sent to the City with pricing above that specified by the City in writing within this Contract or specified within an official written change issued by City Purchasing to this contract, shall be invalid.  Payment of an erroneous invoice does not constitute acceptance of the erroneous pricing, and the City would seek reimbursement of the overpayment or would withhold such overpayment from future invoices.

1. Fixed Product Pricing:  For product and supply contracts that provide on-going, multiple year supply.  Pricing shall be fixed and firm for the first two years of the contract.

Price requests are at the discretion of the Buyer; and must also be: 

· The direct result of increases at the manufacturer's level (or if Vendor is a supplier of a raw material delivered directly to the City such as cement or soil, the increase must be verified at the supplier level). 

· Incurred after contract commencement date.  

· Not produce a higher profit margin than that on the original contract.

· Clearly identify the items impacted by the increase.

· Be filed with Buyer a minimum of 90 calendar days before the effective date of proposed increase.

· Be accompanied by detailed documentation acceptable to the Buyer sufficient to warrant the increase.  

· The United States published indices such as the Producer Price Index or other government data may be referenced to help substantiate the Vendor’s documentation.  A link to the PPI Commodity Data is available at http://data.bls.gov/PDQ/outside.jsp?survey=wp.

· The Adjustment (if any) shall remain firm and fixed for at least 365 days after the effective date of the adjustment.

· Should not deviate from the original contract pricing scheme/methodology.

Cost Reductions:  Any cost reductions to the Vendor, such as rebates or “specials”, shall be reflected in a reduction of the contract price effective immediately.  Seattle will not be bound by prices contained in an invoice that are higher than those in the contract.  Unless the higher price has been accepted by the City and the contract amended, the invoice may be rejected and returned to the Vendor for corrections.   

Invoicing:  The Vendor is required to provide a method for tracking the cost of the item to the City, with the City discount calculation displayed so that pricing discounts can be easily tracked and verified by the City with each invoice.  Each invoice to the City shall specify the “Manufacturers Current List Price,” the discount rate that the City receives, and the final net cost to the City.  

Catalogue and Manufacturer List Pricing:  Upon request by the City, the Vendor shall also provide access to the “Manufacturer’s Current Price List” in electronic and/or paper format.  Such requests may be for current catalogue pricing or for past catalogue that are within the term of the contract.

LOAD BREAK SWITCH
THREE-POLE, GANG-OPERATED FOR WOOD POLE MOUNTING


1. General
This specification covers the furnishing of both 600-ampere and 1200-ampere three-pole, gang-operated,
loadbreak switches for use on a 26.4 Grd. Y/15.2 kV overhead line.  The switches shall conform to the
applicable requirements of ANSI C37.32, except as modified herein.


2. Design Requirements
The complete three-pole interrupter switch assembly with mounting hardware and operating mechanism
shall be factory-assembled and adjusted, ensuring proper switch alignment and simultaneous opening or
closing.  Pole-mounting hardware shall provide for complete switch stability on pole-top diameters from 8
inches to 14 inches.  The switch shall be capable of being opened and closed under 3/4-inch ice
formation per IEEE C37.34 without the use of ice shields.
The mounting base (arm) shall be one-piece heavy-gauge galvanized steel.  Two 9/16-inch holes shall be
provided for attaching braces to the switch arm.  The holes shall be spaced 30 inches to 48 inches out
from the center of the wood pole, symmetrically on both sides.


3. Operating-Handle Mechanism
The switch-operating mechanism on all switches shall have provisions for padlocking in both open and
closed positions from ground level.  The open and closed positions shall be clearly and permanently
marked.  Each switch shall be supplied with enough operating mechanism, rods, guides, guide bearings,
and couplings to allow the operating handle to be mounted (centerline of throw) 49 feet below the
centerline of the steel mounting base (arm).  The operating rods shall be a combination of galvanized
steel and fiberglass rod to meet the following criteria:
(a) The first 10 feet, bottom loft section, which will be attached to the operating handle, shall be


galvanized steel rod.  Deviations in this length shall have prior user approval.  A ground strap and
Burndy ground connector shall be included for grounding the operating handle and bottom section.


(b) The remaining top loft sections (39 feet) shall be insulated fiberglass rod.  The manufacturer shall
obtain prior user approval for alternate insulating methods for this section if fiberglass rods are not
available.


4. Insulators
The insulators shall be apparatus post-type, either wet process porcelain or equivalent polymeric
material, meeting the requirements of ANSI C29.1 and ANSI C29.9 Technical Reference No. 208.  Color
shall be ANSI 70, Sky Gray.


5. Terminals
The terminal pads shall be tinned bronze with 1/2-inch tin-plated hardware, attached for use with
aluminum or copper compression connectors.  The 600-ampere switch shall have two-hole NEMA pads;
the 1200-ampere switch shall have four-hole NEMA pads.


6. Packaging/Shipping
The three-pole interrupter switch assembly, complete, including installation instructions, erection
drawings, and maintenance instructions, shall be shipped in one crate, in accordance with the
manufacturer's commercial practice to ensure safe delivery without damage.  Lifting eyes or hoisting
brackets are required to assist in installation.  Lifting eyes or hoisting brackets should be placed at the
switch balance point.
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7. Data To Be Submitted With Bid
A copy of the installation instructions, erection drawings, spare parts list, and maintenance instructions.
The maintenance instructions should specifically address maintenance procedures when switch
operations exceed rating indicated in Item (8.b) below, and maintenance procedures when the fault-close
rating is exceeded in Item (8.c below).


8. Data To Be Submitted for Qualification as a Manufacturer
All manufacturers shall submit with their proposal the following data:
(a) A copy of the certified tests indicating compliance with all electrical specifications in Section 9.
(b) An indication of the maximum number of full-load operations (close-open) at full-load interrupting


rating.
(c) An indication of the maximum number of fault-close operations at "fault-close" rating.
(d) A copy of the certified test for the fault-close rating, indicating test setup and procedure.
(e) A copy of the installation instructions, erection drawings, spare parts list, and maintenance


instructions.  The maintenance instructions should specifically address maintenance procedures
when switch operations exceed rating indicated in Item (8.b above), and maintenance procedures
when the fault-close rating is exceeded in Item (8.c) above.


(f) Additional information may be required in order to evaluate the proposal.
(g) CTR on ice breaking capabilities.  A full explanation of the ice breaking function/operation.   
(h) Factory recommendation(s) for maintenance.
(i) Maximum allowable distance from centerline of operating handle to bottom of the switch crossarm.
