Statement of Work

I. Contract Objectives

Obtain services to perform preventive and corrective maintenance and confidence testing on various types of fire alarm systems in building and structures.

II.
Certification/License Requirements
All personnel performing services on a contract resulting from this RFP shall be certified/licensed to perform the services described in this Statement of Work.  Testing for certifications are conducted by the City of Seattle Fire Department.

III.
Required Scope of Services
Provide all labor, equipment, products, materials and supplementary services required to:

A. Inspect, inventory, document, and confidence test fire alarm systems.

B. Provide fire alarms systems repairs and maintenance as necessary.

C. Remove, replace, and dispose of faulty materials, parts, and equipment.

IV. General Requirements

A. Vehicles used by the Vendor on City of Seattle premises shall be clearly marked with the company name.  Vehicles shall be acceptable to the City’s Project Manager in appearance and maintained in good operating condition.  While working on City premises, vendor employees shall war clean, well-maintained uniforms with the company name clearly displayed.

B. The Vendor shall furnish to the City’s Project Manager with a written proposal for each job prior to performing any work or initiating any commitments.

C. The Vendor shall be responsible for all structural and architectural modifications required to complete the project work including, but not limited to, cutting, patching, and painting.  Such modifications shall be done so as to restore affected elements to their original function and appearance.

D. The Vendor shall coordinate all work performed with the City’s Project Manager and any City-provided subcontract forces called upon to facilitate the contract work.  The Vendor shall take no work directions from anyone other than the City’s Project Manager.

E. The Vendor shall arrange for all code-required inspection and shall notify the City’s Project Manager before inspections are conducted.

F. Vendor’s access to, and use of the work site, shall not interfere with any City operations.  Any conflict shall be promptly referred to the City’s Project Manager for resolution.

G. The Vendor shall maintain the work site and a safe and orderly condition at all times and will make every effort to protect City facilities from damage during operations.  Damage that does occur will be repaired immediately to the satisfaction of the City’s Project Manager and at the Vendor’s sole expense.

H. Demolished materials and project debris, if any, may be stockpiled on site in a location acceptable to the Project manager.  The material and debris are to be removed prior to substantial completion of the project or can be removed as needed prior to that at the Vendor’s option.

I. All waste materials will be removed to approved disposal sites.  The Vendor shall provide documentation to the City’s Project manager that indicates when and where waste materials were deposited.  Vendor shall remove all boxes, cartons, packing, and scrap material from the work site.  Vendor shall remove all labels that are not intended or required by the manufacturer to remain.

J. Vendor shall furnish to the City’s Project manager MSDS sheets on all materials used on the project.

K. Vendor shall comply with all local, State, and Federal regulations.

L. If applicable, at completion of project and before submission of invoices for payment, Contractor shall provide owner with as-built drawings of work performed.

M. In emergency situations, the Contractor shall make every effort to respond to the stated needs 

of the City’s Project manager.

V. Project Manager

The City departmental employee who requests a quote for a work project is designated the Project Manager.  The Project Manager is the Vendor’s primary contact for all work coordination, scheduling, and questions.
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
