The owner holds the contractor responsible for compliance of all subcontractors reporting requirements and payment of Prevailing Wages.

All invoices received for the extension year will be held by the City of Seattle and paid only upon receipt of the new Intent to Pay Prevailing Wages form.

Invoices shall be mailed in duplicate to Nancy Bloss, Fleets & Facilities, 618 2nd Avenue, 14th Floor, Seattle, WA  98104. Each invoice shall indicate Contract #0000001093.
This contract is subject to cancellation by either party upon thirty (30) days advanced written notice.  The City may award contracts to other vendors for similar products or services.  Actual utilization will be based on availability, proximity of vendor facilities, frequency of deliveries, or any other factor deemed important to the City.

Vendor is required to maintain insurance coverage’s as specified in the Terms and Conditions.
