SECTION I:   SCOPE

The purpose of this request for quotation is to establish a vendor contract(s) for SHOWERHEADS WITH FLOW CONTROLLER, NEOPERL OR EQUIVELENT, to be used citywide by Seattle Public Utilities (SPU), for distribution to residential customers in the City of Seattle and throughout the SPU wholesale water service territory.  Although it is the City of Seattle’s intent to award to a single vendor, the City realizes that the need may arise to create a pool of suppliers.

SECTION II:   GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS

Sealed Quotation will be received by the City of Seattle Purchasing Services, at 700 3rd Avenue, Room #910, Seattle, WA  98104 until 2:00PM Pacific Standard Time, July 11, 2003, and opened immediately thereafter.

Any questions regarding this solicitation should be directed to the Buyer listed on the cover page of this solicitation, per paragraph 10 of the Request for Quotation.

SUBMISSION OF QUOTE:

Quotations shall be sealed in an envelope, and the outside of the envelope should be marked with the following information:

Marked with the words “Sealed Quote”

Name of the firm submitting the quotation

Title of the quotation

Quotation number

The Quotation shall be submitted in triplicate as follows:

The original consisting of the City of Seattle quote forms completed and signed.

A copy of the original quote forms for the Purchasing Services.

A second copy of the original quote forms for use by the requesting department.

The following should be submitted along with the quotation in a separate envelope.  This envelope should be marked as described above, but instead of marking the envelope as “Sealed Quote”, please indicate the contents; i.e., literature, showerhead samples, submittals, etc.  This information should be submitted in duplicate.

Any information (either required or in addition to that asked for by the specifications) necessary to analyze your quotation; i.e., required submittals, literature, technical data, financial statements;

Warranties and guarantees against defective materials and workmanship.

Three (3) samples of the exact model of showerhead to be provided to meet the specifications of this quotation.  If other than a manufacturer specified in Section IV Product Specifications, ten (10) samples must be provided.  The samples do not need to be submitted in duplicate.

ALTERNATE QUOTE:  If the vendor elects to submit more than one quote, then the quotes should be submitted in separate envelopes and marked as indicated above.  The second, or alternate, quote should be marked as “Alternate.”

QUOTES RECEIVED LATE:  It is the quoter’s responsibility to ensure that his quote is received by Purchasing Services prior to the opening date and time specified.  Any quote received after the opening date and time will be promptly returned to the quoter unopened.  The City of Seattle will not be responsible for quotes received late because of delays by a third party delivery service; i.e., US Mail, UPS, Federal Express, etc.

QUOTE CALCULATION ERRORS:  In the event there is a discrepancy between the total quoted amount or the extended amounts and the unit prices quote, the unit prices will prevail and the corrected sum will be considered the quoted price.

PAST PERFORMANCE:  All vendors will be evaluated on past performance and prior dealings with the City of Seattle (i.e., failure to meet specifications, poor workmanship, late delivery, etc.).  

WITHDRAWAL OF QUOTE:  No quote may be withdrawn for a period of 90 days after the scheduled time for receiving quotes.  A quote may be withdrawn prior to the quote opening date and time.  Such a request to withdraw should be made in writing to the Purchasing Manager, who will approve or disapprove of the request.

CITY RESERVES THE RIGHT:  The City reserves the right to waive minor informalities in any quote; to reject any or all quotes with or without cause; and/or to accept the quote that in its judgment will be in the best interest of the City of Seattle.

EXECUTION OF QUOTE:  All quotes shall contain the signature of an authorized representative of the quoter in the space provided on the quote proposal form.  All quotes shall be typed or printed in ink.  The bidder may not use erasable ink.  All corrections made to the quote shall be initiated.

ACCEPTANCE
The materials and/or services delivered under this quote shall remain the property of the seller until a physical inspection and actual usage of these materials and/or services is accepted to the City and is to be in compliance with the terms herein, fully in accord with the specifications and of the highest quality.  In the event the materials and/or services supplied to the City are found to be defective or do not conform to specifications, the City reserves the right to cancel the order upon written notice to the seller and return such product to the seller at the seller’s expense.

SUBSTITUTIONS
Whenever in these specifications a brand name or make is mentioned, it is the intention of the City only to establish a grade or quality of material and not to rule out other brands or makes of quality.  However, if a product other than that specified is quoted, it is the vendor’s responsibility to name such product with his quote and to provide to the City that said product is equal to the product specified and acceptable by customers.  The City of Seattle shall be the sole judge as to whether a product being offered by the quoter is actually equivalent to the one being specified by the detailed specifications.  (Note:  This paragraph does not apply when it is determined that the technical requirements of this solicitation require only a specific product as stated in the detailed specifications.)

RULES, REGULATIONS, LAWS, ORDINANCES & LICENSES
The awarded vendor shall observe and obey all laws, ordinances, rules and regulations, of the federal, state, and local government, which may be applicable to the supply of this product or service.  Also, the vendor shall possess at the time of opening of the quote all necessary permits or licenses required for the sale of this product and/or service.

RECYCLED PRODUCTS
It is the City of Seattle’s stated policy objective to ensure all departments are aware of the availability of recycled products.

WARRANTY/GUARANTY  

All materials and/or services furnished under this quote shall be warranted by the vendor to be free from defects and fit for the intended use.

ANTI-LOBBYING CLAUSE
All firms are hereby placed on formal notice that no employees from the City of Seattle, nor any members of the Qualification/Evaluation Review Committee are to be lobbied, either individually or collectively, concerning this project.  Firms and their agents who intend to submit qualifications, or have submitted qualifications, for this project are hereby placed on formal notice that they are not to contact City personnel for such purposes as holding meetings of introduction, meals, or meetings relating to the selection process outside of those specifically scheduled by the City for negotiations.  Any such lobbying activities may cause immediate disqualification for this project.

INSURANCE (AS APPLICABLE)
Insurance shall be provided, per the attached insurance guide.  Upon request, an insurance certificate complying with the attached guide, may be required prior to award.

EQUAL BENEFITS

The Contractor shall comply with the requirements of SMC Ch. 20.45 and the Equal Benefits Program Rules.  Failure to comply will subject the Contractor to one or more of the following penalties: disqualification from bidding on or being awarded a City contract for a period of up to 5 years, actual damages, termination of the contract, or other remedial actions such as payment of cash equivalent payments or expedited implementation of equal benefits.

ANTI-COLLUSION STATEMENT
THE BELOW SIGNED QUOTER HAS NOT DIVULGED TO, DISCUSSED OR COMPARED HIS QUOTE WITH OTHER QUOTERS AND HAS NOT COLLUDED WITH ANY OTHER QUOTER OR PARTIES TO A QUOTE WHATSOEVER. SECTION IV:  DETAILED SPECIFICATIONS

SCOPE
The City of Seattle is interested in entering into an agreement with a vendor or vendors to purchase showerheads, for distribution to residential customers in the local water service territory.  A showerhead is a device that sprays water on a bather while taking a shower.  The scope of this bid covers the purchase of showerheads and requests information about pricing and delivery, given product orders of different quantities.

At this time, to receive the showerhead, customers of Seattle Public Utilities and the 23 utilities to which it sells must participate in its Multifamily or Low Income Toilet Rebate Programs.   The distribution of showerheads may be expanded in the future.

The showerheads will be distributed on a regular basis during 2003, and most likely for a number of years.  Per the contract, pricing is being requested for the purchase of 5,000 showerheads.  In addition, an incremental unit cost must be provided, in lots of 1,000 units, up to a maximum of 25,000 total showerheads.  Also, pricing is requested for any restocking charges that may be associated with returning lots of 500 units, in the event more showerheads are ordered than are necessary.

The City is interested in determining the best value based on price, quantity, quality, delivery, and customer service.

TERM OF QUOTE
This quote shall be in effect for one year, or until new quotes are taken and awarded.  This quote, or any portion thereof, has the option of being renewed for two additional one year periods, upon mutual agreement of both parties, under the same terms and conditions, except as follows.  Annually, prior to renewal, the net price paid for showerheads shall be reviewed.  Upon approval of the Buyer, based on documented current market conditions, the price paid may be allowed to increase or decrease for the following one year term.

PRODUCT SPECIFICATIONS
The showerheads provided through this contract must meet the minimum specifications:
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2.0 Gallon Per Minute (GPM) showerhead 

· Standard ½” thread 

· Flow controller manufactured by Neoperl or approved equivalent
· Round/circular design (similar to picture at right)

· Dual feature dial: massage and standard shower dial adjustment

· Must meet ASME A112.18.1M standard. 

· Must be 2.0 GPM flow rate and pressure-compensating within 15% of 2.0 GPM, from line water pressures ranging from 20 to 80 Pounds per Square Inch (PSI).  Please note:  The showerhead MUST meet this specification.  The City of Seattle reserves the right to test all showerheads to ensure this standard.

· Must meet ANSI/NSF Standard 61

· Anti-clogging design

· Internal parts must be cartridge design – no removable parts which could vary flow rate

· Metal or plastic housing

· White or chrome in color

· Shut-off valve integral to the showerhead.  Shut off valve shall be metal and push-button type, and shall be fully-operational with one hand.  The shut-off shall allow the showerhead to drip to avoid scalding by the user, but shall flow at a maximum of 1/4 GPM in the off position.

An approved equivalent must meet all of the above specifications and must receive favorable preferences by residential customers of Seattle Public Utilities.  Any product submitted for approval, other than those specifically indicated above, must be supplied in a quantity of 10 units along with this quote.  Approval of any product not specified above will be at the sole discretion of the City of Seattle.

DELIVERY SCHEDULE

Product delivered per this contract must be delivered according to the timeline indicated below.  Product must be delivered to Seattle Public Utilities in Seattle, WA, according to the attached schedule to meet the mailing requirements of the Resource Conservation Package distribution program.  If a single vendor cannot meet the delivery requirements of this timeline, more than one vendor may be chosen for this contract.

Failure to meet a delivery timeline will result in direct costs to Seattle Public Utilities, lost water conservation savings, and will directly affect the reputation of SPU in the community.  For this reason, any shipment not meeting the delivery timeline, as well as subsequent shipments, may be rejected and returned to the vendor, at the sole expense of the vendor.

Please provide required lead-time for delivery of 5,000 showerheads, from time of order by the City of Seattle, see Bid Schedule Quote Form, herein.
Important: Exceptions to the "Required Delivery" date/schedule shall be evaluated as Non-Responsive and cause for the rejection of such quotes. Therefore potential bidders are required to submit requests for changes/modifications/revisions to the "Required Delivery " by June 27th, 2003 at 2:00 P.M. Pacific Standard Time.  Requests are to be submitted to Rocky Brannan at Fax: (206)233-5155 or Tel: (206)684-0222 . If the City of Seattle deems it necessary, changes to the "Required Delivery" will be issued by addendum.

NO GUARANTEE OF USAGE
The City does not guarantee the utilization of any contract issued as the result of this Request for Quotation. Any contract issued will be subject to cancellation by either party upon thirty (30) days advanced written notice. The City may award contracts to other vendors for similar products or services. Actual utilization will be based on availability, proximity of vendor facilities, frequency of deliveries, or any other factor deemed important to the City.
