Now, therefore, in consideration of the representations, warranties, and agreement of the parties as set forth in this Agreement, the City of Seattle (the City) and Dell Marketing L.P. (Dell), each intending to be legally bound, do hereby agree to the following with respect to Vendor Contract #0000001125 (the Contract):

Terms and Conditions:

This is not a WSCA Participating Addendum.  This is a competitively bid contract entered into between the City and Dell Marketing L.P.

The parties have mutually agreed that the terms and conditions as set forth in the WSCA Master Price Agreement #92-0051 (‘WSCA Agreement’) as originally entered into by Dell on September 21, 1999 shall apply to this Contract.  The terms and conditions of the WSCA Agreement shall be extended throughout the term of this Contract regardless of the ultimate expiration date of the WSCA Agreement.  The following changes to the WSCA Agreement are hereby incorporated into this Contract:

Pursuant to the City’s Cooperative Purchasing goals, the parties agree that other purchasing entities may elect to utilize this Contract for the purchase of Dell products and services offered under the WSCA Master Agreement as originally entered into by Dell on September 21, 1999.

Item 5 (Order of Precedence); 7 (Agreement Term); 13 (Price Guarantees) do not apply to this Contract.  Items 32, 40, 45 and 46 are deleted in their entirety.

Item 31 Applicable Law shall be modified to read follows:  This agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of Washington.

In Item 8 Termination for Convenience, the term “NMSPA” shall be replaced with the term “City of Seattle”; in Item 12 Patent, Copyright, Trademark and Trade Secret Indemnification, Item 21 Independent Contractor, and Item 23 Indemnification, the term “State of New Mexico” shall be replaced with the term  “City of Seattle”; in Item 33 Release, the term “NMSPA” shall be deleted and the term “State of New Mexico” shall be replaced with the term “City of Seattle”; in Item 39, the term “NMSPA” shall be replaced with the term “City of Seattle”.
