SCOPE OF WORK

 PART I – SCOPE OF WORK

 Contract Period
12/15/03 through 12/14/08

B.
Trial Period
A ninety (90) day trial period shall apply to contract(s) awarded as a result of this solicitation.  During the trial period, the vendor(s) must perform in accordance with all terms and conditions of the contract.  Failure to perform during this trial period will result in the immediate cancellation of the contract.  In the event of dispute or discrepancy as to the acceptability of product or service, the City’s decision shall prevail.  The City agrees to pay only for authorized orders received up to the date of termination.  If the contract is terminated within the trial period, the City reserves the option to award the contract to the next low responsive bidder.  Any new award will be for the remainder of the 5-year contract period, and will also be subject to this trial period.

C. Ordering Procedure
Orders will be placed directly by City departments either by phone, mail, or fax.  The Vendor(s) shall be required to maintain adequate local stock to ensure timely delivery upon request.  The maximum dollar amount per order is $10,000.00.


D. Delivery
Freight terms shall be F.O.B Destination, Prepaid and Allowed.  Freight shall include all transportation, unloading and inside delivery to the ordering department.  To expedite delivery, departments may, from time-to-time elect to pick-up product at vendor’s facility.  


E. Price Changes
Price quoted shall be firm-fixed throughout the first year of any resulting contract.  Any price increases, thereafter, will be considered on a pass through basis only, increases which do not produce a higher profit margin than those prices established on the contract.  The Vendor may request a price increase annually, at least 45 days prior to the contract anniversary date, clearly identifying the item impacted by the increase including sufficient documentation to justify it.  The decision to accept any price increase will be at the sole discretion of the Buyer and, if not acceptable, the City may exercise option to cancel the contract.
The City of Seattle will not be bound by prices contained in an invoice that are higher than those in the contract.  Unless the higher price has been accepted by the City and the contract amended, the invoice may be rejected and returned to the Vendor for corrections.
