OLYMPIC SECURITY SERVICES INC. is awarded a contract as a result of an RFP process conducted by the City of Seattle on July 7, 2004.   This contract is for providing Seattle City Light with Security, Svcs (at Seattle facilities and at Boundary Dam) for a two (2)  year term, with three (3) annual options to renew, per the Pricing Sheet, Attachment #1, Agreement, Attachment #2, in receipt and RFP # VCR04-121.

Initial Contract Term:       09/01/2004 through 08/31/2006

Change Order #1 Term:  07/01/2005 through 08/31/2006 to offer premium benefits to all employees.

Change Order #2 Term:  12/01/2005 through 08/31/2006 increase Security Officer Wage Seattle only, effective 12/01/05.

Change Order #3 Term:  01/01/2006 through 08/31/2006 Boundary security personnel wages effective 01/01/06.
Change Order #4 Term:  09/01/2006 through 08/31/2007 extend contract for additional 1 year term. 
Change Order #5 Term:  09/01/2007 through 08/31/2008 extend contract for additional 1 year term.
Change Order #5 issued to extend contract for additional 1 year term, increase Boundary wages, add Skagit location, Armed Guard Deposit Pick Up (NSC & SSC) and Systems Monitoring.
PRICE INCREASES
Requests for price increases shall be considered only immediately prior to a contract anniversary period, as follows:  Requests for price increases shall be considered when provided at least 45-days prior to the contract anniversary date, and shall take effect on the contract anniversary date.  Requests by the Contractor shall be given to the Buyer in writing, and shall demonstrate the following:

Price request shall be no greater than the total of changes to the CPI Index for King County or other pricing index appropriate to the particular product or service;

Not produce a higher profit margin than that on the original contract; 

Clearly identify the items impacted by the increase;

Be accompanied by documentation acceptable to the Buyer sufficient to warrant the increase;

And remain firm for a minimum of 365 days.

The request shall be considered by the Buyer and may be accepted or rejected.  Failure to submit a price request at least 45-days prior to the contract anniversary date, shall result in a continuation of all existing pricing on the contract until the next contract anniversary date.  The decision to accept any price increase will be at the sole discretion of the Buyer.

The Buyer may exempt these requirements for extraordinary conditions that could not have been known by either party at the time of bid or for other circumstances beyond the control of both parties, in the opinion of the Buyer.
