NET VERSANT-WASHINGTON, INC.  is awarded a contract for providing the City of Seattle Security Equipment: Major Equipment and Installations for High Security Projects as a result of an RFP Process conducted by the City on 07/28/2004.  This contract is for an initial three (3) year period, with three (3) one (1) year options to renew per the Pricing Sheet, Attachment 1, and Agreement, Attachment #2, including the Non-Disclosure Agreement.  Per NET VERSANT-WASHINGTON, INC proposal #VCR04-130 dated 08/05/04.    This contract can be extended into the future buy mutual consent.
Initial Contract Term: 09/15/04 through 09/30/2007

Change Order #1:  Issued to extend the contract for an additional 3 year period to 09/30/2010, revise Public Works/Prevailing Wage language and add price increase language.
This contract can be used by any City Department who has a Waiver from Competitive Bid Requirements approved by Contracting Services, for an unlimited dollar amount for any city-owned or occupied building, facility, or property within the State of Washington for equipment and/or installation of Enterprise Access Control Systems (EACS)

Individual work orders issued under this contract may be for any city-owned or occupied building, facility, or property within the State of Washington for equipment and/or installation of Enterprise Access Control Systems (EACS)

Orders shall be placed by DEPARTMENT REPRESENTATIVES.  Invoices shall be mailed in duplicate to the DEPARTMENT PLACING THE ORDER, Attn: Accounts Payable, per attached list (or a/p address).  Each invoice shall indicate Contract #0000001304.

The City will determine if the individual Work Order requires compliance with Public Work requirements prior to beginning work and will announce this determination in the Work Order Quotation Request.  The applicable public works requirements will be incorporated by reference into the individual work order, per procedures and instructions to bidders included in RFP04-130.

The City does not guarantee utilization of this contract.  This contract is subject to cancellation by either party upon thirty (30) days advanced written notice.  The City may award contracts to other vendors for similar products or services.

Requests for price increases shall be considered only immediately prior to a contract anniversary period, as follows:  Requests for price increases shall be considered when provided at least 45-days prior to the contract anniversary date, and shall take effect on the contract anniversary date.  Requests by the Contractor shall be given to the Buyer in writing, and shall demonstrate the following:

Price request shall be no greater than the total of changes to the CPI Index for King County or other pricing index appropriate to the particular product or service;

Not produce a higher profit margin than that on the original contract; 

Clearly identify the items impacted by the increase;

Be accompanied by documentation acceptable to the Buyer sufficient to warrant the increase;

And remain firm for a minimum of 365 days.

The request shall be considered by the Buyer and may be accepted or rejected.  Failure to submit a price request at least 45-days prior to the contract anniversary date, shall result in a continuation of all existing pricing on the contract until the next contract anniversary date.  The decision to accept any price increase will be at the sole discretion of the Buyer.

The Buyer may exempt these requirements for extraordinary conditions that could not have been known by either party at the time of bid or for other circumstances beyond the control of both parties, in the opinion of the Buyer.
