ARONSON SECURITY GROUP, INC.  is awarded a contract for providing the City of Seattle SECURITY EQUIPMENT: MAJOR EQUIPMENT AND INSTALLATIONS FOR HIGH SECURITY PROJECTS for a three (3) year period, with three (3) one (1) year options to renew per the Pricing Sheet,  Attachment 1,  and Agreement, Attachment #2, including the Non-Disclosure Agreement.

Initial Contract Term: 10/25/04 through 09/30/2007

This contract can be used by any City Department who has a Waiver from Competitive Bid Requirements approved by Contracting Services, for projects whereby labor cannot exceed $100,000, not including material and equipment, for any city-owned or occupied building, facility, or property within the State of Washington for equipment and/or installation of Enterprise Access Control Systems (EACS).   The City reserves the right to review and increase this dollar limit anytime after the first year of the contract.

The following departments may use this contract:  Seattle Public Utilities, Seattle City Light, and Department of Information Technology.   Other departments who have an interest in using this contract must first obtain written consent from the Department of Executive Administration Contracting Services Division (CSD).    Individual work orders issued under this contract may be for any city-owned or occupied building, facility, or property within the State of Washington for equipment and/or installation of Enterprise Access Control Systems (EACS).

Departments may work directly with the contractor for individual work orders under $5,000.  For work orders estimated to cost $5,000 or more, unless other arrangements have been made through CSD, the City’s CSD will contact all awarded contractors on the appropriate roster to solicit firm, fixed quotes.  Other evaluation factors besides price may apply at the discretion of the City.   The City will determine if the individual Work Order requires compliance with Public Work requirements prior to solicitation and will announce this determination in the Work Order Quotation Request.  The applicable public works requirements will be incorporated by reference into the individual work order, per procedures and instructions to bidders included in RFP04-130.

A contract bond will be required for each work order determined to be a public work.  In all cases where installation and labor is required, Prevailing Wages shall apply.  The City shall issue current Prevailing Wage tables with each Work Order.  State of Washington current prevailing wages may be accessed on the Internet at www.lni.wa.gov/prevailingwage.   Note:   Seattle City Light Skagit Project is in Whatcom County and the Boundary Project is in Pend Oreille County.

Invoices shall be mailed in duplicate to the CITY  DEPARTMENT,  Accounts Payable, per Attached.  Each invoice shall indicate Vendor Contract number 0000001306.

The City does not guarantee utilization of this contract.  This contract is subject to cancellation by either party upon thirty (30) days advanced written notice.  The City may award contracts to other vendors for similar products or services.

INSURANCE:   Continuation of this contract is contingent upon maintenance of insurance as indicated, and in accordance with “Insurance Requirements”, Attachment #3.   Vendor is responsible for providing current proof of insurance before the policy’s expiration date.  Current documents are on file in Purchasing Services.  Failure to provide current proof of insurance may, at the sole option of the City of Seattle, cause the contract to be suspended or terminated.
