	ZIRLON WHEELED SYSTEM
	
	

	CHANNEL.  Head channel shall be of anodized extruded aluminum alloy 1-5/16” wide by 1-7/16” high with capped ends, provided with Delrin(, or equal, sprocket wheels.  End caps shall be equipped with covers to enclose sprockets.  Rotation rod ends, and rollers for traverse cord.  Available with top channel only.
	
	

	CARRIER TRUCKS.  Each carrier truck shall be made of Delrin, 5/16” wide, and traverse on Zirlon wheels.  No glides or sliders shall be allowed.
	
	

	SPACER LINKS.  Flexible stainless steel spacer links 1/4” wide shall space and stabilize trucks by passing smoothly between stabilizer guides on each truck.
	
	

	LOUVERS.  Louvers shall rotate 360( and pack, when traversed, into no more than 5/16” per louver.  When rotated, louvers shall overlap not less than 3/8”.
	
	

	ROTATION.  A #6 nickel-plated bead chain shall synchronize and actuate 360( rotation by turning a keyed aluminum rod actuating Delrin worm and spur gear in each truck.  Gears shall provide no less than 8-to-1 mechanical advantage and keep louvers fixed until reset by control.  No cord or 1-to-1 ratio mechanisms will be allowed.  Spur and worm gear shall slip under extreme loading and be able to be realigned with no damage.

	DIMENSIONS.  Louver shall be 3-to-3 1/2” wide.  Top and bottom channel hardware louvers shall have a nominal thickness of .028”.  Louvers shall have a beaded edge on each side of no less than .045”.
	
	

	DIMENSIONS.  Louver shall be 2” wide. Top and bottom channel hardware louvers shall have a nominal thickness of .028”.  Louvers shall have a beaded edge on each side of not less than .045”.  Slats are flat solid vinyl PVC.
	
	

	
	
	

	PERFORMANCE.  Louvers shall withstand 140( heat chamber for thirty minutes without distortion, and with no more shrink and stretch than 1/2 of 1%.  A ten-foot louver suspended from the center of one end shall hang straight with no twist, warp, or bow.  Edge shall be straight with no rippling, closing from top to bottom, and remain neat and sharp in appearance.  Louvers shall be permanently flame resistant, if unaltered.  Certificate of flame resistancy must be provided that conforms with NFPA 701.

	The successful contractor(s) shall be able to provide fabric covered vertical blinds, as an option to the customer.  Fabric shall be 100% polyester, stitch bonded with a finished weight of approximately 8 oz. per SY.  Fabric shall be flame resistant and pass the NFPA 701 small scale test (bidders must provide certificate for verification).

	SLATS shall be aluminum alloy 6011 heat treated and spring tempered.  1” wide x .006” thick before painting.
	
	

	HEADRAIL shall be 1” x 1” .024 steel treated to resist corrosion, formed into a U-shaped profile with rolled edges, coated with a baked-on polyester finish to match slats.  Hardware shall be enclosed in the headrail.
	
	

	TILTER shall be worm and gear type of die-cast metal, enclosed in a housing of engineering polymer, with clutch action.

	TILT ROD shall be solid steel with corrosion-resistant finish.  Torsional strength of tilt rod:  angle of twist shall not exceed 6 degrees when loaded as the equvalent of a 120” x 120” blind in the closed position when using mating tape eccentrics.
	
	

	CORDLOCK shall be engineering polymer housing with nickel plated die-cast bearing surface and brass locking cogs.  The locking device shall be cashproof.
	
	

	BOTTOM RAIL shall be steel, treated to resist corrosion, with baked-on polyester paint color coordinated to slats.  It shall be formed with a double-lock seam into a closed oval shape for optimum beam and torsional strength.  It shall have color coordinated thermoplastic end caps. 	TILT ROD SUPPORT shall be engineering polymer with self-lubricating properties and large 1/8” radius to reduce lifting forces.

	INSTALLATION BRACKETS:  End brackets shall be .025 steel.  Blinds over 60” wide shall have intermediate support brackets, with maximum spacing 60”.

1. MEASUREMENT OPTION
As an option to the contract users, Contractor shall provide an hourly charge for on-site measurement services relating to the products identified herein.  Hourly charge shall include travel expenses.  The contractor will be fully responsible for mis-measured products.  The contractor shall measure within 2 weeks of request, unless otherwise agreed by customer, which a mutually agreeable date/time shall be coordinated with the customer. If the customer needs a breakdown on the quote, they must specifically ask for that format.

2. INSTALLATION
A. Cost:  Installation costs (hourly charge), shall be indicated on the price sheet.  Installation cost shall be subject to prevailing wage rates, in concurrence with bid document, Section IV Bid Submittals, Pages 24 & 25.  Hourly charge shall include travel expenses.

B. Terms:  Installation shall occur at during the normal working hours of 7:00 am to 5:00 pm, excluding weekends and state recognized holidays.  Rates for installation outside the above time periods will be 1.5 (one and a half times) the hourly rate.  The contractor is responsible for all equipment and tools to complete installation.  The contractor shall install products within 2 weeks upon receipt of order, unless otherwise agreed by customer, which a mutually agreeable date/time shall be coordinated with the customer.  Installation warranty shall be for a one-year period (minimum) from date of installation.  Installation shall be performed in a professional manner.  The premises shall be left in a clean condition.  The state reserves the right to require Contractor to repair all damages or provides full compensation as determined by the state.

3. REPAIR OPTIONS
As an option to the contract users, bidders shall provide an hourly charge for on-site repair services relating to vertical and mini blinds.  Pricing shall be indicated on the price sheet.  Hourly charge shall include travel expenses.  The contractor shall respond to service calls within 2 weeks, unless otherwise agreed by the customer.
