Lincoln Towing Enterprises Inc. was awarded a contract as a result of ITB #DEA-478 conducted by the city to provide Vehicle Impoundment and Related Services for Impound Towing Zones 1 & 4 as specified in Attachment A, Agreement, in receipt.
Original Contract Term:  3/1/05 through 2/29/08 with the City’s option to extend for three additional years at one year increments.
Change Order #1:  Issued to waive Section 12 – Liquidated Damages in Attachment A for a three month period, from 3/19/06 through 6/19/06.

Change Order #2:  Issued to raise the rates for fees payable by the City, and the rates for the Class B, C and E Impound Fees, the DWLS Impound Fee, the DWLS Storage Fee, and the Additional Service Fees payable by Claimants. The annual Consumer Price Index for 2005 is 2.82%, all such fees were rounded upwards to the nearest one-half dollar.

Change Order #3:  Issued to revise Storage Rees for each increment over 20’, Payable by the City.

Change Order #4:  Issued to raise the rates for fees payable by the City, and the rates for the Class B, C and E Impound Fees, the DWLS Impound Fee, the DWLS Storage Fee, and the Additional Service Fees payable by Claimants. The annual Consumer Price Index for 2006 is 3.7%, all such fees were rounded upwards to the nearest one-half dollar.

Change Order #5:  Issued to extend the contract from 3/1/08 through 2/28/09 with the option to extend for two additional years in one year increments and issued to raise the rates for fees payable by the City, and the rates for the Class B, C and E Impound Fees, the DWLS Impound Fee, the DWLS Storage Fee, and the Additional Service Fees payable by Claimants. The annual Consumer Price Index for 2007 is 3.9%, all such fees were rounded upwards to the nearest one-half dollar.
Change Order #6:  Issued to extend the contract from 3/1/09 through 2/28/10 with the option to extend for one additional year and issued to raise the rates for fees payable by the City, and the rates for the Class B, C and E Impound Fees, the DWLS Impound Fee, the DWLS Storage Fee, and the Additional Service Fees payable by Claimants. The annual Consumer Price Index for 2008 is 4.2%, all such fees were rounded upwards to the nearest one-half dollar.

The City does not guarantee utilization of this contract.  The City may award contracts to other vendors for similar products or services.  Actual utilization will be based on availability, proximity of vendor facilities, frequency of deliveries, or any other factor deemed important to the City.

In all other respects, this contract remains the same. 
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
