PART 1 – GENERAL CONDITIONS


A.
Contract Period
7/01/05 through 6/30/10

B.
Trial Period
A ninety (90) day trial period shall apply to the contract.  During the trial period, the Contractor must perform in accordance with all terms and conditions of the contract.  Failure to perform during this trial period will result in the immediate cancellation of the contract.  In the event of dispute or discrepancy as to the acceptability of service, the City’s decision shall prevail.  The City agrees to pay only for authorized work performed up to the date of termination.

If the contract is terminated within the trial period, the City reserves the option to award the contract to the next low responsive bidder.  Any new award will be for the remainder of the 5-year contract period, and will also be subject to this trial period.  


C.
Scope of Work
1. The Contractor shall accept source-separated clean wood waste from City departments.  The City does not guarantee a minimum monthly quantity for the materials.

Clean wood waste is defined as:

Untreated and unpainted lumber (nails and staples are acceptable)



Plywood



Pallets



Tree limbs



Stumps

(Note:
There are no size restrictions on any of the wood waste.)

2. All clean wood waste accepted under this contract shall be processed or recycled in some manner (e.g., into mulch, animal bedding, road base, or hogfuel) and shall not be landfilled or disposed through incineration.

The City shall make a good faith effort to provide loads of clean wood waste that are free of contaminants.  However, upon request, the Solid Waste Division will provide the Contractor with a dropbox for contaminants recovered from the City’s wood waste loads.  The dropbox shall be located at the Contractor’s site and the Solid Waste Division shall pick up the dropbox and dispose of its contents on an agreed upon schedule.

3. The City’s Solid Waste Utility shall deliver clean wood waste generated by its Recycling and Disposal Stations to the Contractor’s facility in either 100 yard self-unloading long-haul trailers or 20 – 25 cubic yard roll-off boxes on tilt-frame trucks.  (Pick up service at the Recycling and Disposal Stations is not part of this contract.)

Other City departments may deliver wood waste or may require the Contractor to pickup wood waste from facilities located within the Seattle city limits.

4. Along with the other requirements of this contract, the City will also include a $6.30/mile rate in the bid evaluation.

5. The Contractor shall have on-site scales to weigh the City’s trucks, or a City approved alternative.

6. The Contractor shall separately bill each using City department on a monthly basis for the total tonnage of wood waste received.  Accompanying the invoice shall be a monthly report showing the number of loads received, their corresponding quantity of materials and their points of origination.  The invoice shall also provide estimates of the percentage or quantity of contamination found in the loads, whether any loads were rejected and whether a full dropbox of contaminants was collected by the City. 

7. The Contractor shall provide the service in full compliance with all applicable Federal, State and local laws, rules, regulations and orders of all governmental agencies and entities, including but not limited to Federal, State and local environmental, transportation, labor and industries, health and fire regulations, as applicable.

8. The Contractor shall have all necessary governmental approvals for its facilities, equipment and other aspects of business operations.

9. The Contractor shall immediately advise the City of any change in the Contractor’s regulatory or compliance status, and of any notice of violation, citation, administrative order, court order, judgment or other regulatory or enforcement action initiated against the Contractor or subcontractor by any governmental agency or entity.  The Contractor shall fully cooperate with the City in its investigation of any permitting, approval or compliance matters.

10. The City reserves the right to visit the Contractor’s facilities and at any time during the duration of the contract.  The City also reserves the right to view all financial records and other records, permits, licenses, insurance policies and other governmental approvals during the duration of the contract.

PART 2 - PRICING & OTHER INFORMATION

A. 
Price Changes
Prices shown in Paragraph B below shall be firm-fixed throughout the first year of the contract.  Any price increases, thereafter, will be considered on a pass through basis only, increases which do not produce a higher profit margin than those prices established on 
the contract. The Contractor may request a price increase annually, at least 45 days prior to the contract anniversary date, clearly identifying the item impacted by the increase including sufficient documentation to justify it. Any increases must be based on U.S. published indices such as the Producer Price Index. The decision to accept any price or rater increase will be at the sole discretion of the Buyer and, if not acceptable, the City may exercise option to cancel the contract.

Conversely, any cost reductions to the Contractor or any price declines shall be reflected in a reduction of the contract price effective immediately.

The City of Seattle will not be bound by prices contained in an invoice that are higher than those in the contract.  Unless the higher price has been accepted by the City and the contract amended, the invoice may be rejected and returned to the Contractor for corrections.
